In Tennessee, employment of graphic designers is projected to grow by 1.6 percent between 2014 and 2022. 115 annual average openings are projected. Job opportunities for graphic designers, photographers, multi-media artists, and animators are strongest in urban and surrounding areas in Tennessee.1 Nationally, employment of graphic designers in newspaper, periodical, book, and directory publishers is projected to decline, but employment in computer systems design and related services is projected to grow 21 percent between 2014 and 2024.2
