SUBJECT:	Intent to Bid in the Tennessee 2011 Section V, Reading K-8

DATE:		November 16, 2011



On or about December 15, 2011, the Tennessee State Textbook Commission expects to issues an invitation to bid instructional materials for Reading K-8, Section V of the OFFICIAL LIST OF TEXTBOOKS.  The Commission has adopted the following broadened definition of textbook

Textbook shall be defined as any medium or manual of instruction which
contains a systematic presentation of the principles of a subject and which constitutes a major instructional vehicle for that subject.

Bids will be accepted for instructional materials using the following selection classifications and method(s) of delivery:

Basal Text - This designation identifies an on-level program for use at a particular grade level. The basal should address the standards, learning expectations and performance indicators of the subject area curriculum.  The basal program is the one that local boards of education are encouraged to adopt and make available for most students. 

Co-Basal Text – This designation identifies a program which addresses one or more elements of the subject area curriculum, but fails to address other elements of the state curriculum.  Systems may adopt a co-basal for use as a supplement to address certain elements of the subject area curriculum. This category would include supplementary materials which are not a part of a basal text program.  Each element addressed in the co-basal program must meet the same research standards as the basal programs.  Co-basal texts cannot be purchased as a primary resource for instruction.

Alternative Level Text - This designation may be used to identify texts that address the needs of students not on grade level. Such books are designated as “Alternative Level-Low” or “Alternative Level-High.” These books may be purchased in lieu of the basal text for a limited number of students. Local systems do have the option of adopting a book or series as an alternative level text even though it has not been so designated in the official list. Alternative level programs should meet the same scientifically based research standards as the basal programs.




METHOD OF DELIVERY



Technology Dependent – This designation identifies a program which requires technological hardware, software, and/or infrastructure for its implementation.  Local school systems adopting these programs are responsible for determining the necessary platforms and infrastructure to support these programs and for providing the technology necessary to deliver instruction.

Traditional – Programs that may use a variety of delivery methods and that are not exclusively dependent on technology.

The State Board of Education has adopted a rule requiring publishers of adopted bound-print textbooks to provide, upon request, electronic files from which Braille versions of the textbook may be produced. See rule 0520-1-2-.15 at the following Web site, http://www.state.tn.us/sos/rules/0520/0520-01/0520-01-02.pdf, and in the information attached to this document.  This requirement will be stipulated in the official bid form and contract.

Please note that the current textbook contract forbids the assignment of the contract to another publisher without the prior approval of the Commissioner of Education and that the publisher initially bidding the program remains responsible for the program.  Also note that the bid deposit to be filed with your official bid in March is $1,000 per book, up to a maximum $10,000 per bid.  

Because Tennessee statutes require that the bid deposit be forfeited for any publisher who fails to execute a contract and full seventy-three month performance bond within thirty days of the award, you are strongly advised to determine your company's ability to secure such bond before filing a bid.  Each item bid with a separate price will be counted as a "book" in determining the amount of the performance bond.  The scale for the performance bond to be filed with the contracts of successful bidders has been promulgated.  That scale, with a maximum of $1,000,000, is available in the Operating Policies of the Textbook Commission attached to this document. 

In preparing the intent to bid information, please adhere to the following requirements:

1. Read the INTENT TO BID carefully and adhere strictly to the enclosed OPERATING POLICIES OF TENNESSEE DEPARTMENT OF EDUCATION STATE TEXTBOOK COMMISSION, The RULES of the STATE TEXTBOOK COMMISSION and Tennessee TEXTBOOK STATUTE referenced elsewhere in this package.

1. List the books on TB-FORM PCB (Preliminary Bid List) using TB-FORM PCC (Preliminary Bid List Certificate) as the cover sheet for the Bid.

2. A completed electronic copy of the Preliminary Bid List must be submitted by e-mail to Morgan.Branch@tn.gov by the end of the business day, November 25, 2011.  Please label the file using the format of “PREBID 2012-Company Name”

3. A print copy of the Preliminary Bid List (TB-FORM PCB), including the Preliminary Bid List Certificate (TB-FORM PCC) must be included with the package.

For series titles listed -

4. For a series, one line is allotted to describe the series.  

(1) List the series name, author(s), edition, and copyright in the appropriate cell on this line.  TEXT ID = S-Main to indicate the title of the entire series.

(2) The bid shall contain a maximum of six (6) lines of product for sale per grade level covered by the series.   Student book listed first after the title of the series. The TEXT ID = Text for the student edition for each grade level. For the same text in different formats (e-book, Big Book, Spanish, etc.), please list them immediately after the print student book.

(3) The “book title” cell for each of these lines shall contain a maximum of 65 characters, including spaces and punctuation marks. These items may also be designated as free items.  

5. Each student edition title and formats stated above should be followed immediately by the accompanying ancillary materials either bid for sale or provided free.  Those provided free compose the Uniform Teacher Resource Package.  Please see the Free Materials Policy for more information.

6. FREE MATEIALS:  The Free Materials Policy (see attached) provides for a Uniform Teacher Resource Package, any series materials that are provided free with order will follow the same guidelines and be listed as Uniform Series Resource Package USRP. EACH USRP must have its own ISBN number or a unique identifier and a price. List ALL components that will be offered with Series, each component must have an ISBN number or a unique identifier and identified in the ID Column as “SR”.    Describe these free materials as they will be packaged and delivered to school systems;  Please refer to the “Free Materials Policy” section of this document for more information. For the Preliminary Bid, prices are not needed.

For individual titles bid

7. For independent titles listed in the preliminary bid, one line is allotted to describe the student text.  The same instructions as given above for a series apply for this line.  TEXT ID = Main  For the same text in different formats (e-book, Big Book, Spanish, etc.), please list them after the main book.

8. For independent titles, the bid may contain a maximum of five (5) lines of additional products for sale per student text.  

(1) The “book title” cell for each of these lines shall contain a maximum of 65 characters, including spaces and punctuation marks.  

(2) These items may also be designated as free items.

9. FREE MATEIALS:  The Free Materials Policy (see attached) provides for a Uniform Teacher Resource Package –UTRP. It must have its own ISBN number or a unique identifier and a price. List ALL components that will be offered as part of the UTRP for the book tile, each component must have an ISBN number or a unique identifier and identified in the ID Column as “TR”.    Describe these free materials as they will be packaged and delivered to school systems;  Please refer to the “Free Materials Policy” section of this document for more information

For all titles bid -

10. Materials and supplies to be provided free of charge must be provided to all local school systems at the same ratio, as new purchases are made, for the entire period of the contract.  Refer to the enclosed copy of the Free Materials Policy, for definitions and further details.

11. For all items listed in the Preliminary Bid, prices are not needed at this time. 

12. Novels or Leveled Readers:  The only exception for a free per textbook purchased distribution in the Literature adoption and the Reading K-8 adoption is the distribution of novels/leveled readers.  Leveled readers are defined as supplemental stories not included in the textbook for different reading abilities and shall be limited to grades K-8 Any publisher choosing to include free novels/leveled readers may do so by including a redemption certificate within the UTRP specifying the offering, list of available novels/leveled readers, and specific instructions for ordering. 

(1) A publisher leveled reader offer may not exceed the following: 

1. For Grades K-8, six (6) per leveled program purchase for below level, on level, and above level;

2. For Grades K-8, one (1) per leveled program purchase for English Language Learners (ELL); 

3. For Grades K-2, three (3) per leveled program purchase for decodable; and 

4. For Grades 3-5, one (1) per leveled program purchase for decodable. 

5. For Grades 6-8 leveled readers may used if reading is taught as a separate subject. 

(2) A publisher’s novel offer in grades 6-12, may not exceed two (2) novels per textbook purchased and must be limited to the first year of purchase only.

13. [bookmark: OLE_LINK1]Uniform Teacher Resource Package (UTRP) – Uniform Series Resource Package (USRP) - TEACHER RESOURCE PACKAGE  shall include: Teacher edition; Student edition, if not incorporated in the Teacher edition; Instructional CD/DVD package; online textbook and resource access for teacher and student per textbook purchased; and any print resources not provided in the CD/DVD package. Materials contained in the teacher resource package shall also represent the list of approved items that a publisher/manufacturer can provide as samples during the entire adoption process. The teacher resource package must have its own unique International Standard Book Number (ISBN) or unique identifier. Each component of the USRP/UTRP packages must have its own ISNB or unique identifier.  Each publisher/manufacturer shall include a list detailing the ISBN and title, with components for each item included in the teacher resource package.  An example of a bid is included in this Preliminary Bid Package.

1. Books will be reviewed against the Tennessee curriculum standards and the respective national standards. Copies of the required forms and information necessary for filing a preliminary bid of books are attached.  You may replicate these forms as needed in completing bids.  If you need additional copies or other assistance, please contact the Office of Textbook Services.

______	By January 11, 2012, provide from 1-6 copies of returnable samples of each title bid for review by adoption committees in each of 136 school systems.  These samples remain the property of the publisher.



______	Consign a sufficient number of titles to meet the needs of local school systems to the designated depository established by the textbook commission.



______	Present only approved books to local school system adoption committees between during our Caravan.

Basal Text - This designation identifies an on-level program adopted by the local school district for use at a particular grade level(s) in reading. The basal should address the five essential elements for a comprehensive reading program as identified by No Child Left Behind (P.L. 107-110) and have scientific research as a basis.  The basal program is the one that local boards of education are encouraged to adopt and make available for most students. 

Co-Basal Text – This designation identifies a program which addresses at least one essential element of reading, as supported by scientifically based research, but which also fails to address other essential elements of reading.  Systems may adopt a co-basal for use as an intervention to address certain essential elements of reading.  Each element addressed in the co-basal program must meet the same scientifically based research standards as the basal programs.  Co-basal texts can not be purchased as a primary resource for instruction.

Alternative Level Text - This designation may be used to identify texts adopted by a local school district to address the needs of students not on grade level. Such books are designated as “Alternative Level-Low” or “Alternative Level-High.” These books may be purchased in lieu of the basal text for a limited number of students. Local systems do have the option of adopting a book or series as an alternative level text even though it has not been so designated in the official list. Alternative level programs should meet the same scientifically based research standards as the basal programs.

METHOD OF DELIVERY



Technology Dependent –This designation identifies a program which requires technological hardware, software, and/or infrastructure for its implementation.  Local school systems adopting these programs are responsible for determining the necessary platforms and infrastructure to support these programs and for providing the technology necessary to deliver instruction.

Traditional – Programs that may use a variety of delivery methods and that are not exclusively dependent on technology.
