· 1S1 includes only English II Gateway Test results.
1S1:  Academic Attainment – Reading/Language Arts

Numerator: the count of CTE concentrators in Gateway English II and Writing tests having performance level of proficient or advanced and left secondary education in the reporting year.

Denominator: the count of CTE concentrators in Gateway English II and Writing tests having performance level of proficient, advanced, or below (or who took the English II and Writing tests) and left secondary education in the reporting year.

1S2:  Academic Attainment – Mathematics
Numerator: the count of CTE concentrators in Gateway Algebra I test having performance level of proficient or advanced and left secondary education in the reporting year.

Denominator: the count of CTE concentrators in Gateway Algebra I test having performance level of proficient, advanced, or below (or who took the Algebra I test) and left secondary education in the reporting year.

4S1:  Student Graduation Rates

Numerator: the count of CTE concentrators who graduated (on-time graduation, defined as graduated between 8/16/2005 and 8/15/2006 with regular diploma) in the reporting year.

Denominator: the count of CTE concentrators who were included in the State’s computation of its graduation rate (graduated between 8/16/2005 and 8/15/2006 with regular or special education diploma, GED, certificate of attendance; or drop-outs) in the reporting year.
