New Online Reporting of Perkins Student Data - TIGER

We are excited to begin a new era in MIS data collection.  This data will be collected on the official web site of the State of Tennessee.  This year the emphasis continues to be on accountability in vocational-technical education programs and it is more critical than ever that we adequately capture data for all students enrolled in our courses.  Equally important is the need for complete information on each student.  
The information gathered with the TIGER (MIS) Excel spreadsheets will be used to prepare the Consolidated Annual Performance, Accountability, and Financial Status Report for the State Basic Grant and Tech-Prep Grant Programs under the Carl D. Perkins Vocational and Technical Education Act of 1998.  It will also be used to identify nontraditional enrollment and special populations by program and site.  Please note that information on student status (disabled, economically disadvantaged, single parent, Limited English Proficiency and other education barriers) must be identified for each student.  This data will be used to identify and evaluate the progress of vocational-technical education performance measures for each of the core indicators.

On the State of Tennessee Vocational Technical Education web site, at http://www.tennessee.gov/education/vehompg.htm, please click “TIGER (MIS)” to obtain TIGER (MIS) data upload instructions and spreadsheet template.  Once you receive all the data from your teachers, you will upload your LEA summarized Excel spreadsheet(s) OR a LEA summarized flat file to the State.  Be sure to upload from the “TIGER – Timely Information, Gathering, Examination, and Reporting – Home” web site.
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All Excel spreadsheets must have accurate social security numbers (teacher and students).

All instructors should be provided with the correct system and school codes.  Please refer to http://www.k-12.state.tn.us/sde/.

All instructors must use the revised course code list:  2004-2005 Correlations of Course and Endorsement Codes at the State Education Web Site (http://www.state.tn.us/education/04ed2356-e.pdf).  Do not use last year’s course code list.

The deadlines for submitting TIGER (MIS) data are as follows:

Fall term/semester by November 30, 2004
Spring term/semester by January 31, 2005*

*Note:  This deadline is extended to March 1, 2005, only to schools on block schedule who get new students the second nine weeks of spring term.
