The Technology Engineering Education curriculum standards were approved by the State Board of Education in February 2008 for implementation for the 2009-2010 school years.  All Technology Engineering Education programs are required to implement the revised curriculum standards Fall of 2009.

Required Professional Development training on the revised curriculum standards have been conducted across the state.  Instructors who attended the training were in serviced on how to assess, download and teach the revised Technology Engineering Curriculum that contain STEM, lab activities, rubrics and on line assessment.  Each teacher was given the Engineering by Design Agreement and Application Form that must be completed and signed by the principal, CTE Director, and Director of Schools.  These forms must be completed and mailed directly to ITEA.  The Consortium will send each Technology Engineering teacher their logon and password to access the e-Tide online curriculum.
Each Technology Engineer g teacher, CTE director and school guidance personnel need to be award of the revised Technology Engineering courses for Fall 2009.
