CTE Data Report - Tips for Directors
Summer Conference – July 2011
CTE data reporting is an important responsibility for all CTE Directors and classroom teachers.  
Regarding eTIGER, some of the responsibilities of the CTE Director are as follows:

Class Data

1. Provide active CTE teacher list each semester for state to set-up eTIGER access to activate/inactivate teacher’s user-ID and password.
2. Assure active CTE classes are reported in EIS.
3. Train eTIGER users, including CTE teachers and support staff.
4. Support LEA eTIGER users including CTE teachers and support staff.
5. Assure the accuracy of reported class data. 

6. Approve entire system’s reported data.
Other Data Report

1. In the spring, select Program of Studies for all schools providing CTE courses for the coming school year.
2. In the fall, update (if any) Program of Studies (selected in spring) for all schools providing CTE courses.
3. Report Follow-up survey results. 

Data Review and Report Card Check
In early fall, review data for Consolidated Annual Report (submitted in December) and Report Card data (published on-line in early spring).
