Title:  Sexual & Asexual Reproduction
Career Course:  Greenhouse Management

Instructional Goal(s): Identify the differences between sexual and asexual reproduction.
Performance Indicator(s): Biology - S4.3.A - distinguish between asexual and sexual methods of reproduction using a scenario; English - S2.03 - extend reading vocabulary; S2.11 - interpret ideas, recognize logical relationships, and make judgements based on sufficient evidence; S2.12 - select, evaluate, and adapt resource materials in order to apply it effectively; S2.13 - read, interpret and respond in a variety of ways to various genres. 
Anticipatory set: Is the production and distribution of seeds the only way that plants reproduce? 
Activities: (1) Given a list of planting/transplanting methods and the definitions of each, determine if each is either sexual or asexual. (2) While planting different varieties of plants (chosen for their reproduction methods) the students will identify the type of reproduction involved. 
Suggested Modification(s): (1) Using pictures of each type of reproduction, the student will sort the pictures according to classification. (2) The student will identify the appropriate vocabulary using flashcards. (3) The student will draw pictures of each type of reproductive models.
Assessment:  (1) Paper & pencil test to 80% mastery. (2) Creation of graphic organizer by student to 100% mastery. (3) Evaulate a variety of plants according to their propagation method to 80%. (4) Using various print media, the student will create a collage or informational poster demonstrating each type of reproduction.
Teacher preparation: Collect the plant materials, create flash cards, review graphic organizers, develop rubrics, prepare planting beds and soil mixtures. 
Materials and Supplies needed: 

Pictures of plants, various seeds and plants, soil, water, flash cards,  poster board, magazines, arts and crafts supplies.
Lesson Evaluation:  Direct observation, mastery rate based on student product.
Other: Could also be used in Biology lessons concerning reproduction.
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
