Title:  The Niche and Habitat of the Mockingbird
Career Course:  Fundamentals of Agriculture
CTE Competency Skill:  The student will evaluate the theories of animal science as they pertain to the following areas:  animal's role in ecology, animal anatomy and taxonomy, nutrition, facilities, basic genetics and reproduction, and identification and function of the basic livestock breeds.

Instructional Goal(s): to analyze the basic role of animals in the environment
Performance Indicator(s): Biology I:  identify abiotic and biotic factors (2.2a), classify organisms as producers, consumers, or decomposers (2.1b), infer animals or plants indigenous to an environment (5.1a), infer the biome in which an animal or plant lives (5.1b); English II:  evaluate the relevance of each supporting sentence by deleting an irrelevant sentence in a passage (1.1E), determine the stage of the writing process (1.1J), select vivid words to strengthen a description within a writing sample or passage (1.2H), select vivid words to strengthen a sentence within a writing sample or a passage (1.2I), determine the most effective order of sentences within a writing sample or a passage (1.2J)
Anticipatory set: The mockingbird, which is our state bird, is native to west Tennessee.  What is a niche?  What is a habitat?
Activities: - discuss biotic and abiotic factors in the environment; - discuss the roles of the producer, consumer, and decomposer; - observe a mockingbird in the wild for thirty minutes, - write a 250-word essay describing the niche and habitat of the mockingbird
Suggested Modification(s): substitute video for actual observation, use guided outline
Assessment:  scoring of essay using rubric
Teacher preparation: write lesson plans, scout site for presence of mockingbirds, secure video/VCR, prepare guided outline, develop rubric
