Title:  Gateway Notebook
Career Course:  Keyboarding (Information Technology)
CTE Competency Skill:  Standard 5 - The student will format text.
(Standard reference:  5.1, 5.5, 5.6, 5.8, 5.9)


Academic Course:  Algebra I
(integrated subjects if more than one)

Academic Skill:  Algebra I
(standard reference:  3.0)

Gateway Standard: Patterns, Functions, Algebraic Thinking 
Instructional Goal(s): Learning Expectation - The student will demonstrate the ability to center horizontally and vertically algebraic questions along with correctly solving the problems.
Performance Indicator(s): 3.1C - translate a verbal expression into an algebraic expression; 3.2D - solve multi-step linear equations (more than two steps, variables on only one side of the equation).
Anticipatory set: Explain the usefulness to the students from the gateway practice along with how it will improve their keying speed.
Activities: Write one or two algebra problems on the board along with formatting guides.  Have students work problems and type it on the computer including how to solve problem and why they chose that method.
Suggested Modification(s): Students can copy the example from the board to use as a model.  Students may also explain the answer orally to the teacher or teacher aide.  If needed, students may work in pairs to solve the problems before typing.
Assessment:    Rubric
Teacher preparation: Coordinate with the algebra teacher for the problems to be solved.
Materials and Supplies needed: 

Computers, paper, notebook, calculators.
Lesson Evaluation:  90% on task behavior during a given session.
