Title:  Theme Books
Career Course:  Keyboarding (Information Technology)
CTE Competency Skill:  Standard 3 - The student will apply language arts skills to prepare business documents.
(Standard reference:  3.1, 3.2, 3.3, 3.4, 3.5)


Academic Course:  English
(integrated subjects if more than one)

Academic Skill:  English
(standard reference:  Standard 1)

Gateway Standard: Writing
Instructional Goal(s): Learning Expectation - The students will answer the open-ended questions in sentence and paragraph form.
Performance Indicator(s): Standard 1.1 J - Determine the stages of the writing process(pre-writing, first draft, revision, editing, publishing).  Standard 1.2 A - combine or correct sentence fragments using a subordinate conjunction within a writing sample.  Standard 1.2 H - select vivid words to strengthen a description(adjective or adverb) within a writing sample or passage.  Standard 1.2 I - select vivid words to strengthen a sentence (verb) within a writing sample or passage.  Standard 1.2 J - determine the most effective order of sentences within a writing sample or passage.
Anticipatory set: Give the student an example of correct paragraph structure and the use of vivid expression along with an example of a completed theme.
Activities: Review sentence structure (subject, verb, conjunctions, and punctuation)  Do review sentences on the board.
Suggested Modification(s): Special education students may write or type their themes.
Assessment:  Students will turn their theme book into their box for review and evaluation by the teacher.
Teacher preparation: Have your graphic arts department print the theme books for your students.
Materials and Supplies needed:

Lesson Evaluation:  To be completed by user after implementation of lesson.
Other: The theme books are used as a supplemental activity once or twice a week.  These are used to not only work on sentence and paragraph structure, but hand writing also.  An example of one of the questions is:

"Eyes are great because .."
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
