Activities: Teaching Procedure 

Students will complete the daily timed writing in Century 21 software program, then print out a summary report of the past three weeks of timed writings.  

Each student will calculate the mean, median, mode, and range for 3 minute and 5 minute timed writings and record on an activity handout.

The students will analyze and summarize their findings in a Word 2003 program. 
Closure: The students will discuss progress as individuals as well as a class.

Assessment:  Grade will be assigned to the students mean score based on the timed writing chart.
