Instructional Goal(s): The teacher will introduce the Community Service that FCCLA has chosen to implement.  The teacher will introduce how to write a Newspaper Article.  Encouraging brainstorming, the teacher will list key thoughts to be placed in the article.
Performance Indicator(s): The student will listen to the teacher explain the Community Service Project and then participate in the brainstorming process.  After listening to the lecture on the proper format for writing an article, the students will write their Community Service article using the proper format.  Students will use the Writing Process Continuum (prewriting, drafting, revising, editing, and publishing).  Students will demonstrate leadership, citizenship, and teamwork skills required for success in the family, workplace, and community.  Students will be able to use the Writing Process Continuum in their Leadership, Leaders at Work, and Power of One Unit, Take the Lead, Star Event, Illustrated Talk, and Community Service Project. Higher Order Thinking Skills: Analysis, Fact/Opinion, Evaluation and Conclusion and Metacognition Reasoning.
Anticipatory set:   The teacher will set up the mood of the service project by getting the students excited and eager to be involved.  The teacher will facilitate and encourage the students to brainstorm and determine what information is necessary to have a successful community service. Upon completion of the assignment, we will heighten the community awareness of the Community Service Project.    



Activities: Brainstorming, learning the Continuum Process, writing a newspaper article, sharing ideas, determine the best article to publish.


Suggested Modification(s): Based upon the student's disability and/or ability, the following instruction modification options may be used.   1. Using a template and the information provided by brainstorming, the student will be able to write an article.  2.Using a newspaper article that is provided, the student will catagorize each fact/section to label the format, task, and style of the article. 3.  An article will be orally read to the student, and the student will orally answer questions pertaining to the article.  4.  The student will orally give a presentation of a recent school event.  Following the oral presentation, a peer tutor will assist the student in writing an article about the school event using the format provided.  
Assessment:  Using a Rubric on a scale of 100 points.
Teacher preparation: Understand the FCCLA project of Community Service.  
Know and understand how to write a Newspaper Article using the Writing Process Continuum. Establish foresight on the key thoughts to be placed in the article.
