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Career and Technical Education Sample Lesson Plan Format

Title:  Tye-Dye Mania
Career Course:  Textiles and Apparel
CTE Competency Skill:  3.1, 4.1, 4.3, 5.5
(Standard reference:  3.0, 4.0, 5.0)


Academic Course:  Mathematics, Language Arts, Biology
(integrated subjects if more than one)

Academic Skill:  Ratio- Water to plant material; circle chart; recognize correct use of quote; explore/compare organelles in different cell types - Plants
(standard reference:  mathematics 6.12, 7.41D; language arts 1.2M; Biology 1:2)

Gateway Standard: LA standard 1.0; BI standard 1.0; MA standard 6.0 and 7.0
Instructional Goal(s): The teacher will demonstrate use of the correct type of garment to renovate or recycle(with proper fibers). Also, the teacher will demonstrate the proper use of color as an element of design.  
Performance Indicator(s): The student will demonstrate the use of color as an element of design to tye-dye. The student will demonstrate the selection of Shakespeare appropriate for their shirt. Students will select the proper shirt size, fiber, and style for the project. The student will put all elements of the project together and present to the class with reasons for selecting the parts they chose. 
Anticipatory set: Write down the first thing that comes to mind when I say these words: 60's and 70's; Shakespeare; Hippie; etc.
Activities: 1.  We will review why we use the type of fibers we do for dying and the elements of design using color. 2.  Cover the steps of the project we are going to do. 3.  Divide the class into groups for easier handling. 4.  Make dye, wash and dry shirts, put quote on shirt. 5.  Cover tables, hand out supplies, prep shirts, teacher demonstration. 6.  Dry shirts - write up presentation for class 7.  Present to class.
Suggested Modification(s): We will be working in groups and using visuals so we will not need any other modifications at this time.
Assessment:  Observation of each step of participation. Presentation evaluation. Finished project evaluation.
Teacher preparation: Notes and handout on plastids and pigments
Materials and Supplies needed: 

shirts, paints, plants, pans newspaper, gloves, rubberbands, vinegar, and paper towels
Lesson Evaluation:  See how well students work together. Review supply lists to make sure they are complete.
