Activities: 
(5 min) 

  1. Discussion of anticipatory set question.

(25-30 min)

  2. Show timeline of foods from Internet.

  3. Reconstuct timeline by groups. Each group will display a portion of the timeline on a poster board.  The class will then put all posterboards together making the entire time line and discussing each part.

(30 min) 

  4. Discussion on equipment used by past societies. Each student will research in reference materials for pictures of eating equipment of other counties. The students will then orally report their findings to the class.

(25 min)

  5.  Recap all major topics covered in class. Link material to evolution of humans. With a stress on evolution's meaning and cumulative changes throughout time.

1. Peer modeling and cooperative learning in groups.
