Instructional Goal(s): The student will:

make a presentation using the research found dealing with the legal and ethical issues in the advertising of medication, as well as analyzing the impact of that advertisement.

Performance Indicator(s): The student will:

1.  Distinguish a persuasive device in an advertisement or portion of a speech.

2.  Research, organize, interpret, and present information from print and non-print media.

3.  Interpret the impact of media on daily life.

Anticipatory set: Can the adverse reactions or side effects out weigh the benefits of medication?
Activities: The student will:

1.  View commercials which advertise medications.

2.  Use magazines to evaluate medical advertisements for persuasive devices.

3.  Analyze print and non-print media for misleading information.

4.  Evaluate the impact of advertisements and misleading information on the legal and ethical aspects of society.

5.  Describe the process for promoting a new drug.

6.  Create a commercial for medication using persuasive devices and misleading information.



Suggested Modification(s): Cooperative groups, samples of expected presentations, research material collected ahead of time.
Assessment:  Evaluation of presentations (commercials, power point, persuasive essays)
