Release and Transportation of Children


The State requires all Even Start Programs have a policy, for the safety and protection of children enrolled in program, regarding who may be permitted to pick-up and transport a child or children under our care.


If Even Start staff suspect any parent, guardian or other authorized caretaker of being incapacitated, either mentally, physically or emotionally by behaving in an irrational manner due to the influence of alcohol, drugs, or any other substance, we reserve the right to prevent said person from removing a child from our care.


If an individual is suspected of any of the above mentioned behaviors, we will offer to call another authorized person from the list provided by the parent to come and transport the child.  If the person picking up the child resists our offer of assistance and insists on removing the child against our better judgment, we will notify the police we believe the child is in danger and seek their help.

Only those persons listed below will be allowed to take the child(ren) from the center.  Any additions or deletions from this list must be made in writing before the need to have the child picked-up.  (Persons picking up the child(ren) will be required to show valid picture identification).
