· Child care will be provided as needed to allow the parent(s) to fully participate in the program and to accomplish academic, economic or stated personal goals per the student’s individual plan.

· Program schedules will include both daytime and evening hours according to participants needs.

· Adults must agree to participate in PACT Time and Parenting classes, scheduled in the afternoons and during Home/Personal Visits.
