Title II-A, Teacher Quality, Accountability Results

Enclosed is your district’s accountability status under No Child Left Behind (NCLB).  Title IIA, Teacher Quality.  Districts that did not meet the benchmarks for at least one of the two indicators are considered “target” districts under accountability requirements in Title IIA.  The State established the 2005-2006 benchmarks by using the baseline data for both of the indicators for school year 2002-2003.  The State has determined individual district benchmarks for the two indicators as required in section 1119(a)(2).

If a “target” district misses the benchmark(s) for the same indicator(s) for school year 2005-2006 that it missed for school year 2004-2005, then that district will be identified and will be required to develop a Title IIA “improvement” plan with technical assistance from the State.

The two indicators required under NCLB are:

1. the percentage of core academic courses taught by identified highly qualified teachers; and,

2. the percentage of teachers reporting receiving high quality professional development.

The enclosed chart provides 1) the average of your district’s progress in attaining its benchmarks for school years 2003-2006 and 2) your district’s benchmarks for both indicators for school year 2005-2006.  The chart also indicates whether your district is identified as “target” under Title IIA accountability or “in good standing” for each of the indicators.  Furthermore, it is your district’s responsibility to monitor the progress of your individual schools in meeting these Title IIA accountability requirements.

Please note: The percentage of core academic courses taught by identified highly qualified teachers shown on the attached chart was taken from the March 16th, 2006 report run by Teacher Licensure.  Any system not attaining 100% by that date will be reported as “Target”.  We realize many LEAs have updated their records with the state and/or changed teaching assignments to utilize their identified highly qualified teachers in core academic positions.  Those changes will be reflected in the next II-A Accountability report.
