Å02 - doubled up (living with another family due to 
economic reasons),

Å03 - unsheltered (cars, parks, campgrounds, temporary 
trailer, abandoned building), 

Å04 - hotels/motels



Homeless Student Classification (H)

ÅYes for homeless students (as defined above); 
otherwise No or Null

ÅOnce a student is identified as homeless, 
ïthe homeless student classification remains Yes for the 

entire school year 

ïthe primary nighttime residence remains what it was at 
the initial homeless identification

ï the student is eligible for homeless services for the entire 
school year regardless of whether the student obtains a 
fixed, regular adequate nighttime residence later in the 
school year



Primary Nighttime Residence

Report the primary nighttime residence (at 
initial identification) for all homeless students:

ï01 - shelters, transitional housing, awaiting foster 
care, 

ï02 - doubled up (living with another family due to 
economic reasons),

ï03 - unsheltered (cars, parks, campgrounds,

Data Analysis

ÅThe homeless student classification is missing for 
roughly 500 students (amount by which primary 
nighttime residence (10563) exceeds  homeless 
student classification (10076))

Å61 LEAs have reported no students with the 
homeless classification

Å47 LEAs have reported no students with a homeless 
primary nighttime residence

ÅThus far, the 2010-11 count is approximately 1000 
lower than the 2009-10 count (11458)
