TITLE I, PART D APPLICATION UNDER THE NO CHILD LEFT BEHIND (NCLB) ACT OF 2001 
Each eligible local educational agency (LEA) and state agency (SA) that would like to receive a grant award under Title I, Part D is required to submit an application to the Tennessee Department of Education each year in order to receive federal funds under NCLB. The application acts as a contract between the LEA or SA and the State. Applications for Title I, Part D, Subparts 1 and 2 are available on the Department’s website at http://www.state.tn.us/education/fedprog/fptitle1d.shtml .
Process and Procedures for Submission of the Title I, Part D Subpart 1 or 2 Application under NCLB  
1. Each eligible LEA or SA must submit an electronic copy of its application (via e-mail) and an original signature page with all required information (paper—cannot be faxed) to the Project Director for the Title I, Part D, Neglected and Delinquent Program in order to receive funds. 

2. The State’s Neglected and Delinquent Consultant will be responsible for providing technical assistance to LEAs and SAs in the development of the program. 

3. The assurance pages are an essential part of the application. The signatures on the first page of the application constitute the LEA’s or SA’s agreement and understanding of the assurances. 

4. LEAs or SAs that desire a beginning date of July 1 for their Title I Part D project should submit the completed electronic application files to the State’s Neglected and Delinquent Consultant  by May 17. 

5. The application will be reviewed by the State’s Neglected and Delinquent Consultant.  If changes are necessary, the State’s Neglected and Delinquent Consultant will consult with the LEA or SA to make the necessary adjustments to the application. 

6. The State’s Neglected and Delinquent Consultant will recommend approval of the application to the Executive Director of Federal Programs.  After final approval, the Director/Superintendent or Commissioner will receive written notification from the Executive Director of Federal Programs. 

7. When allocations become final, the LEA or SA will receive a grant award signed by the Executive Director of Federal Programs which will indicate the grant award. 

8. The final allocations for each LEA or SA will be posted on FACTS. 

9. When the LEA or SA carryover amounts are finalized, the LEA must revise its preliminary budget for the Title I Part D program so that it reflects the final allocations and any carryover amount. 

10. The LEA or SA must submit the revised budget to the State’s Neglected and Delinquent Consultant. 

11.  The LEA or SA must submit any changes to the scope or budget changes to State’s Neglected and Delinquent Consultant.
