· A pre-K program that is funded by Title I –Targeted Assistance regardless of the location of the pre-K program

· A state/local funded pre-K located in a Title I School-Wide school that enrolls any pre-K students who are out of zone 
· A state/local funded pre-K located in a Title I Targeted Assistance school
