Incarcerated Youth Program Summary Overview 2002-2007
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Monitoring of county jails and detention centers were conducted on a three (3) year cycle beginning with the 2002-2005 school year. There are currently approximately ninety five (95) county jails and twenty five (25) detention centers. Approximately one third (1/3) of the counties are monitored each school year. The monitoring schedule is planned by the juvenile services consultant, which involves conducting an on-site interview with the county’s sheriff or designated person, an on-site interview with the local education agency (LEA) , and a random on-site interview with inmates at the local county facility. Monitoring Reports are to be provided to the local education agency (LEA) within (30) business days following the on-site visit. When there are identified EXCEPTIONS during the monitoring process, the local education agency (LEA) must submit a CORRECTIVE ACTION PLAN within thirty (30) business days following receipt of the monitoring report.
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Monitoring of county jails and detention centers are conducted on a two (2) year cycle beginning with the 2005-2007 school year. There are currently approximately ninety five (95) county jails and twenty six (26) juvenile detention centers & temporary hold/release facilities. Approximately one half (1/2) of the counties are monitored each year.  Technical assistance is provided by the office of Compliance /Monitoring. At the beginning of each school year, compliance staff conducts meetings throughout the state to inform them of the monitoring procedures which includes county-city jails, juvenile detention centers, and temporary hold/release facilities and county contracted facilities. The monitoring schedule is planned by the juvenile services consultant, which involves verification of information provided by the LEA from the Incarcerated Youth Program Plan and Surveys submitted to the Department of Education. 
Any additional information deemed appropriate during the monitoring process will be obtained by conducting an on-site interview with the county’s sheriff or designated person, an on-site interview with the local education agency (LEA), a random on-site interview with inmates, and a tour of the local county jail. Monitoring Reports are to be provided to the local education agency (LEA) within (30) days following the on-site visit. 

When there are identified EXCEPTIONS during the monitoring process, the local education agency (LEA) must submit a CORRECTIVE ACTION PLAN within thirty (30) days following receipt of the monitoring report. The CAP must state how the exceptions are to be corrected, giving time lines for completion. When the follow –up visit to verify implementation of the Corrective Action Plan is made and has not been satisfactorily implemented a letter is sent to the local education agency (LEA) indicating appropriate sanctions will be taken by the Department of Education. If the local education agency (LEA) is contracted with a state agency that state agency will receive copies of all correspondence and very well may review their contract for appropriate actions.
