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Summary Report
· The Tennessee Department of Education, Division of Special Education, has revised a plan to assure that educational services are being provided to individuals who are incarcerated under the age of twenty-two years of age. Presently this task is being coordinated by Davis Hines, Education Consultant, for the State of Tennessee. 
· In the 2002-2003 School Year several county-operated detention centers and/or jails have been monitored; West Tennessee eight county facilities, Middle Tennessee eight county facilities and East Tennessee eight county facilities. 
· Prior to monitoring visits being scheduled, as a means to empower the local Sheriff’s Department with the necessary information needed to accomplish the task of providing services to individuals incarcerated with a disability, a massive mail out was undertaken. Every County Sheriff’s Department as well as every Local Education Agency (LEA) and Juvenile Detention Center received the updated information from the Assistant Commissioner, Joseph Fisher.
· In addition to the monitoring process, training has been provided by the Department of Education, Division of Special Education, through various workshops, conferences and in-services (e.g. Tennessee Correctional Institution).

I. Housing Census Issues
There were no clear recorded data or census in regards to the number of individuals that have been detained under the age of twenty-two with a disability that have or have not received educational services.
18:24 Counties visited this information was not able to be obtained.
II. Educational Services
A. There were no policies or procedures available to indicate the format utilized when an individual with disability is incarcerated in the facility.

20:24 Counties visited - information was not able to be obtained and had not been developed or implemented.

B. There was no designated place conducive to instruct or to provide educational services.
15:24 Counties visited did not have adequate environment for educational services to be provided.
III. School Systems Responsibility

A. The responsibility of assuring that Quality and Quantity of the services being provide is conducive to the need of the individuals being served is very limited to almost non existence. (e.g. LEA providing adequate training or in-services to local county operated facilities to detect as well as gain knowledge of the scope of Special Education)
19:24 Counties visited- training and in-services were not offered and had not been provided by the LEA.
B. During the tour of the county jails and/or detention centers an interview was conducted. This process of randomly selecting individuals who were found not to presently posses a high school diploma and were twenty-two years old and under proved to be most successful in finding individuals incarcerated that were in need of educational services.
11 Individuals were discovered to need educational services while incarcerated within the 24 counties that have been visited by the department.
