Guest columnist: Solar energy fuels new jobs in Tennessee (News-Sentinel)

All signs point skyward when it comes to the Tennessee solar industry, which is good news for our new mayor,
Knoxville Chamber and governor as they seek to bring jobs to East Tennessee. Data from the recently released
Tennessee Solar Value Chain: A Workforce Development Needs Assessment from the Tennessee Solar Institute,
reveals a rapidly growing industry and a genuine economic development opportunity. The report shows
Tennessee's solar value chain is growing rapidly and putting Tennesseans to work, while arming our work force
with 21st-century skills. The state is in a position to gain a competitive edge and emerge as a national and
international leader in the $260 billion global clean energy market. Perhaps the most notable findings of the
report were the number of entities in Tennessee's solar value chain: 174 for-profit (100 of which are small
business) and 62 nonprofit entities. The Tennessee Solar Institute was launched in April 2010. As part of the
Volunteer State Solar Initiative, a comprehensive solar energy and economic development program, TSI's grant
programs have leveraged more than $40 million in private investments, produced over 88,000 job hours with a
total cumulative benefit to the state's economy in excess of $63.8 million.

1. Administrator Jackson's Recycling / Jobs Statement

On December 20, 2011, on The Dr. Oz Show (TV), Dr. Oz and EPA Administrator Lisa P. Jackson had the
following exchange at the conclusion of an interview on water safety:

Dr. Oz: "As a last comment, if your goal—which it is—is o make the world a cleaner, healthier place, looking
around, what would you do? What is the most important message you could make with use What's
the biggest wish you have?2”

Jackson: ‘“lts actually much lower tech than anyone might think.

You know, we recycle about 39% of our waste on average—the 250 million tons we generate every
day. If we would bring that number up, if we would insist on a recycling rate in our country at 80, 85,
90 percent we would do a bunch of things: Certainly, we would have a cleaner environment. We
would save a tremendous amount of water and energy. We would create millions of jobs, because
recycling, in and of itself, would become a supply chain in our country—a very domestic one.

So although it sounds simple, when you see those recycling bins--when people start to talk about
recycling--think of it as a homegrown jobs program and an environmental program and an energy
program and a water program all in one.”

'‘Guardian of the mountain' gathers history, stories during 35-year journey

ROAN MOUNTAIN - Jennifer A. Bauer fell in love more than 30 years ago with Roan Mountain, a mystical and
naturally magical landmark on the Tennessee-North Carolina border, bursting with blooming rhododendron
and boasting a Canadian-style forest. She discovered this natural landmark of Carter County, Tenn., as a
college student, while studying in the 1970s at East Tennessee State University in Johnson City, Tenn., with a
botany professor, John Warden. “John loved the Roan, the plants, and the unusual habitats and easily relayed
that to his students,” she said. “It did not fake long for me to realize that this Canadian environment, complete
with spruce/fir forests and long stretches of highland balds, was a special place.” Bauer, who grew up in
Maryland, made countless more trips to the Roan Mountain area. Ultimately, such journeys inspired what she
called "years of conducting oral histories, meeting great folks, and exploring every cove, forest, and creek.”
Bauer also wrote books: Her latest is “Roan Mountain: History of An Appalachian Treasure” (The History Press,
$19.99), and she will be signing copies on Saturday, Dec. 17, 2-4 p.m., at the Barnes & Noble Booksellers of
Johnson City, Tenn.

Purpose: The overarching purpose of the Lead-Based Paint Hazard Control Grant Program and the Lead
Hazard Reduction Demonstration Grant Program is to assist states, Native American Tribes, cities,
counties/parishes, or other units of local government in undertaking comprehensive programs to identify and
control lead-based paint hazards in eligible privately owned rental or owner-occupied housing with the
exception that the Lead Hazard Reduction Demonstration Grant Program is targeted to urban jurisdictions with
the greatest lead-based paint hazard control needs.
