Pickwick Landing State Park
is located just south of Pickwick Dam, 12 miles south of
Savanna]ﬂ, TN., in Hardin County. The lake and river
offer excellent gishing, boatin swimmingancl a marina.
Accommodations on the ai incdlude a modern Inn
and Restaurant, cabins and camping. There is also a
beautiful and challen ing golF course. The Park con-
tains 1,400 acres of forested hills and hollows. There
is a 2.8 mile trail to cxPIore and cn'09 the wildlife and
lant life around the lake. Picnicding, swimming and
Plag fields are also available.

Historical significance

Pickwick Land%g was a riverboat stop dating from the
1840’s. In the 1950’s duringthc depression, the site was
chosen for one of the Tennessee Va”cg Autl']oritg’s
dams on the Tennessee River. What comPriscs the Park
todag was once the living area for the TVA construc-
tion crews and their families. The TVA \/i”age, better
known as Pickwick Village was located where the Post
Office s Park Office an &ag use area are now located.
A 1505 Scout Loclgc was located where the old inn is
located. The State of Tennessee purchased all 63
acres of Pickwick from TVA in 1969. Since that time
additional land has been bought to enlarge the Park.

Inn and Conference Center

Completed and made oPcrational in 2001, the Inn and
Conterence Center overlooks beautiful Pickwick Lake.
All 119 rooms have a Picturcscluc view of the lake. The
Inn has a gﬁct Sl’)OP, restaurant, meeting rooms, exer-
cise rooms, and indoor and outdoor Pool. Pet and
handicap accessibihtg rooms are available upon
request. Wireless Internet is available for inn and cabin
gucst onlg.

Cabins
