


Tall pines and nearby Lake Placid 
create a rustic backdrop for a wide
range of accommodations and fun 
family activities at Chickasaw State
Park. Campsites, group camps, group
lodge and vacation cabins put visitors
close to swimming, boating, fishing
and hiking, while the park restaurant
serving excellent southern cuisine is
just steps away. Whether you’re seek-
ing outdoor excitement or a restful
atmosphere, Chickasaw State Park
provides a chance to have a blast this
summer without breaking the bank. 

Cumberland Mountain offers an unmatched variety of recreational
and natural pursuits on the Cumberland Plateau and also features one
of the most popular restaurants in the area. Spend the day exploring
Byrd Lake by boat or hiking trail then end the day at the park restau-
rant with its seafood buffet, prime rib, pork chops and chicken. Make
sure to save room for the famous banana pudding made from scratch!

The Bear Trace at Cumberland Mountain
is a Jack Nicklaus Signature design that
stands out among courses, even in

Cumberland County – the Golf Capital of Tennessee. One of the most
popular stops on the Trail, the Bear Trace at Cumberland Mountain
has regularly garnered top recognition from publications like Golf
Digest and Golf Magazine. It has also played as host course for vari-
ous State Open Championships and is home of Head Pro Kelvin
Burgin, three-time Tennessee PGA Section Champion.

Travelers from across the country come to Fall Creek Falls State Park each 
year to see one of the highest waterfalls in the eastern United States. This
paradise of more than 20,000 acres on the Cumberland Plateau is the crown
jewel of the Tennessee State Park system and one of the most scenic, spec-
tacular outdoor recreation resort areas in America. Campsites, group camps,
lodges, cabins, villas and park inn offer a variety of accommodations for
folks hiking out to the 256-foot high park namesake. These amenities, 345-
acre Fall Creek Falls Lake and panoramic views explain why Southern
Living magazine readers voted Fall Creek Falls the best state park in the 
southeastern United States.

The Joe Lee designed 18-hole course at Fall Creek Falls offers plenty of landing
area off the tee but requires a solid approach game to arrive on the putting surface.

Best known for play during peak autumn colors, this course is developing a reputation among Tennessee golfers
as worth the trip from just about anywhere in the state any time of year.

The building will seat up to
100 people and is popular for 
weddings, meetings and reunions.



Harrison Bay State Park is a haven
for water sports enthusiasts from all
over southeast Tennessee.
Fishermen come to the park looking
to catch their limit of bass and 
crappie, while boaters, swimmers
and campers come just to relax on
Chickamauga Lake. 

The Bear Trace at Harrison Bay is a Jack Nicklaus Signature layout surrounded by
woods and Chickamauga Lake. Recognized as one of the top public courses in the
nation, golfers making the short trip north from Chattanooga appreciate this ideal
setting. Harrison Bay recently became the second Trail course to achieve certifica-
tion as an Audubon Cooperative Sanctuary for maintaining a high degree of envi-
ronmental quality in a number of areas.

Located along on the shores of the
Duck River, Henry Horton State
Park has become known among
sportsmen for its award-winning trap
and skeet range featuring four trap
and five combination skeet/trap fields.
The newly renovated Trap and Skeet
Range is host to the Henry Horton
Skeet League and draws shooting
enthusiasts across the region. The
park’s Skeet League organizes and
hosts registered skeet shoots and
Target Fun Shoots at the range
throughout the year. Summer months
also mean family fun at Henry
Horton’s inn, cabin, campgrounds and
Olympic-sized pool.

The challenging Buford Ellington
championship 18-hole course at
Henry Horton is a traditional
favorite of golfers in the Nashville
area. Mature trees outline almost
every hole while the course 
features generous fairways and
large greens. 

You won’t believe all the things a 
family can do at Montgomery
Bell State Park – just 40 minutes
west of Nashville. The park’s three

lakes are open for fishing and canoes and paddle boats are available for rent.
Hiking is encouraged along the 19 miles of trails at the park, and mountain
biking is a possibility on more than 20 miles of bike trails. After an action
packed day, enjoy a relaxing meal overlooking the picturesque Lake Acorn.
Cabins, campsites and new inn facilities offer a wide range of overnight
options. Inn amenities include cable television, year-round indoor pool, hot
tub, outdoor pool, exercise room and laundry facilities. All rooms and suites
have a private balcony and view of the lake. Montgomery Bell is close to
home, but it feels like a world away.

The Frank G. Clement championship 18-hole course at Montgomery Bell has been
a popular tee time across Middle Tennessee for decades. Recognized by Golf
Digest as a top public course, it features a gentle rolling layout that invites expert
shot making and allows for walking as well as cart riding.

Water sports – from fast and furious to slow and relaxed – draw 
visitors to Harrison Bay State Park from across southeast Tennessee.

The new, award-winning trap and skeet
range brings shooting enthusiasts to Henry
Horton State Park in Marshall County.

The inn and conference center at Montgomery
Bell is a great place to stage your vacation as you
explore the state park’s lakes, hiking trails and
bike trails. Top off the days adventures with a 
scenic sunset on Acorn Lake.
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Two-hundred-fifty miles of horse trails, a Wrangler Camp and four different
lakes make Natchez Trace an active outdoor destination just 35 minutes
east of Jackson. While horseback riding and pony rides for the very young
create a main attraction, picturesque Pin Oak Lodge offers modern 
amenities to accompany the rustic woodlands that surround the park.

Outstanding boating, skiing, swimming and
fishing bring visitors to the shoreline of
Norris Dam State Park each summer. 
A fully equipped marina and two camp-
grounds are staging areas for the start of
fun on the lake. The park is also home to the Lenoir Museum Cultural
Complex, which features the Lenoir Pioneer Museum, an 18th century rice
grist mill and Crosby threshing barn. The museum has been referred to as a
“mini-Smithsonian” for Appalachian artifacts, especially the pre-dam pictorial
account of the area submerged by the lake.

The 18-hole course at Paris Landing is situated on the western shore of
Kentucky Lake. Paris Landing took advantage of its proximity to woods and water
by becoming one of the first courses in Tennessee to achieve designation as a
certified Audubon Cooperative Sanctuary for their improvements to benefit wildlife
habitat on and around the course. 

With 250 miles of horse trails, wranglers of all ages know Natchez Trace State
Park in Henderson County is the place for horseback riding in Tennessee.

Paris Landing State Park in Henry County offers a complete range
of water sports along Kentucky Lake.

Pickwick Landing offers excellent fishing, boating, swimming and marina 
on Pickwick Lake.
