The U.S. Department of Justice/ Bureau of Justice Assistance is offering “Byrne Competitive Grants” opportunities.  These competitive grants are also focused on ensuring job retention and creation. However, instead of providing grants based on a formula (on factors such as population and crime rate), BJA administers these funds based on a competitive application process.  Applications are made directly to the Bureau of Justice Assistance. · The due date for applying for funding under this announcement is 8:00 p.m. Eastern Time on April 27, 2009.

· Applicants may be national, regional, state, or local public and private entities, including for-profit (commercial) and nonprofit organizations, faith-based and community organizations, institutions of higher education, tribal jurisdictions, and units of local government that support the functioning of the criminal justice system, including providing assistance to victims of crime (other than compensation). 
· Applicants will apply for these funds using GMS, the online federal Grant Management System (https://grants.ojp.usdoj.gov/).  The grant solicitation has detailed information about how to do this.  To access the Grants Management System (GMS), go to https://grants.ojp.usdoj.gov.  Applications submitted via GMS must be in one of the following formats: Microsoft Word (.doc), PDF file (.pdf), or text (.txt). If you experience difficulties at any point in this process, call the GMS Help Desk at 1–888–549–9901 between 7:30 a.m. and 9:00 p.m. eastern time. New GMS users must create an account before submitting an application.

· You will need to know the CFDA Number.  The Catalog of Federal Domestic Assistance (CFDA) number for this solicitation is 16.804, titled “Recovery Act: Edward Byrne Memorial Competitive Grant Program.”
· A Data Universal Numbering System (DUNS) number is required to submit applications for Byrne competitive funding.  A DUNS number is a unique nine-digit sequence recognized as the universal standard for identifying and keeping track of entities receiving federal funds. Visit www.dnb.com/us to obtain or verify your number.  

· Additionally, all applicants are required to maintain current registrations in the Central Contractor Registration (CCR) database.  The CCR database is the repository for standard information about federal financial assistance applicants, recipients, and sub-recipients.  For more information about how to register with the CCR, visit www.ccr.gov.  Please note that applicants must update or renew their CCR at least once per year to maintain an active status. 
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
