 “American Recovery and Reinvestment Act of 2009”- $1 billion to the U.S. Department of Justice Office of Community Oriented Policing Services (COPS) for the COPS Hiring Recovery Program (CHRP). The online application materials for this program are available through the online US Department of Justice COPS office website, https://www.cops.usdoj.gov/ .
Grant highlights include:
· Funding for law enforcement agencies having primary law enforcement authority to create and preserve jobs and to increase their community policing capacity and crime-prevention efforts.  
· CHRP grants will be accepted only online through the COPS office website: https://www.cops.usdoj.gov/.
· There is no local match requirement for CHRP. 
· Grant funding is based on current entry-level salary and benefits packages and therefore any additional costs for higher salaries or benefits for particular individuals hired will be the responsibility of the grantee agency.  Start-up agencies are not eligible under this program (http://www.cops.usdoj.gov/chrp/eligibilityanony.aspx).
· CHRP grants will provide 100 percent funding for 3 years (36 months) for newly-hired, full-time sworn officer positions (including filling existing unfunded vacancies) or for rehired officers who have been laid off, or are scheduled to be laid off on a future date, as a result of local budget cuts.  
· There is no cap on the number of positions an agency may request.  
· At the conclusion of federal funding, grantees must retain all grant funded sworn officer positions.   
Additionally, the COPS Office wants to ensure that your agency has sufficient time to complete the following required steps:  
· Visit https://www.cops.usdoj.gov/ to determine if your agency currently has an active online account and/or how to create one.  Select 'REGISTER' near the bottom of the page if you are a previously unfunded agency (that is, your agency has neither received nor recently applied for a COPS grant).  
· Once logged into “Account Access,” your agency will be able to add additional user accounts and also update your agency contact and address information. 
· Take this time to ensure that your agency’s Law Enforcement and Government Executive information is current, and also make sure that contact information is current for individuals submitting the CHRP grant application.
