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TENNESSEE MENTOR DRUG COURT PROGRAM

Criteria for Selection as a Mentor Drug Court Site:

· the program must have been operational for a minimum of 3 years 

· the program must have successfully completed the Federal Drug Court Planning Initiative (DCPI) or received a planning grant from the Drug Court Program Office, Department of Justice 

· the program must provide documentation of policy and procedures which reflect the implementation of Defining Drug Courts: The Key Components, as defined by the National Association of Drug Court Professionals, Drug Court Standards Committee, 1997

· the program must implement and report the TN Statewide Drug Court Performance Measures to OCJP 

Tennessee Mentor Drug Court Responsibilities: 

· Representatives from the site must be willing to host visiting jurisdictions and trainings at their site and assist jurisdictions in their region

· Follow up with mentor court activities to determine results of activities and report to OCJP

· Utilize OCJP as a clearinghouse for TN Drug Courts
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
