How the Synar report helps the Center for Substance Abuse Prevention 
In accordance with the tobacco regulations, States are required to provide detailed information on progress made in enforcing youth tobacco access laws (FFY 2011 Compliance Progress) and future plans to ensure compliance with the Synar requirements to reduce youth tobacco access rates (FFY 2012 Intended Use Plan). These data are required by 42 U.S.C. 300x-26 and will be used by the Secretary to evaluate State compliance with the statute. Part of the mission of the Center for Substance Abuse Prevention (CSAP) is to assist States
 by supporting Synar activities and providing technical assistance helpful in determining the type of enforcement measures and control strategies that are most effective. The Tennessee Department of Mental Health staff work closely with the Department of Health, Tobacco Use and Prevention and Control Program on their prevention and control initiatives that include health promotion and tobacco education, smoking cessation, and youth advocacy. The Attorney General's Office is responsible for ensuring compliance with the Master Settlement Agreement. A formal written memorandum of agreement exists between the TN Department of Mental Health and the TN Department of Agriculture. The agreement states the Department of Agriculture will coordinate and implement both the Synar and tobacco enforcement programs. Synar inspections are conducted each spring and summer and tobacco compliance checks are completed all year in establishments that sell tobacco products and are accessible to minors. 

The Attorney General’s Office, the Department of Mental Health, the Department of Agriculture, the Department of Health, and several state, local, and non-profit agencies participate in the Youth Tobacco Prevention Working Group. The group is interested in preventing youth access to tobacco and promoting youth tobacco cessation. Meetings are held periodically to share information on tobacco related issues including implementing techniques that educate the public and retailers.

      Tennessee Youth Prevention Work Group, the Tennessee Department of Mental Health, along with the Tennessee Department of Health, the Tennessee Department of Agriculture, and the Tennessee Attorney General’s Office has formed the Tennessee Youth Prevention Work Group, comprised of staff from these four state agencies.  This group works to educate and remind Tennessee tobacco retailers of both the health and legal risks associated with selling tobacco to minors. 



Briefly describe all checked activities:

The TN Department of Agriculture (TDA), Regulatory Services Food and Dairy Section is responsible for conducting inspections and ensuring compliance with the rules and regulations prohibiting tobacco sales to persons less than eighteen years of age.  The TDA Inspectors visit retail food store establishments twice yearly to inspect for sanitary issues.  At that time, it is noted on the inspection sheets if they sell tobacco products.  New businesses are required to be inspected and permitted before the establishment opens. During the initial inspection, the inspector discusses the tobacco laws with the manager/ owner.  A tobacco sign is given to the store manager and the sign requirements are explained.  The sign must be posted at the point of sale and state the following:

STATE LAW STRICTLY PROHIBITS THE SALE OF TOBACCO PRODUCTS OR SMOKING PARAPHERNALIA TO PERSONS UNDER THE AGE OF EIGHTEEN (18) YEARS.  PROOF OF AGE MAY BE REQUIRED.

During routine semi-annual inspections, the inspector is verifying the following related to tobacco sales:

a. Tobacco products sold at this establishment

b. Tobacco sign, 93 1/2 square inches in size, posted at the point of sale

c. Tobacco products are sold in their original, sealed packages

d.Vending machines are under continuous supervision, locked or require tokens

e. Tobacco sales in compliance (no illegal sales)

After the inspector confirms the business is currently selling tobacco products, he will proceed with the tobacco compliance requirements.  If the proper signs are not posted, the inspector will give the establishment a sign.  If the store continues to have repeat violations, civil penalties will be enforced against the store.  Any tobacco product not in its original, sealed package will be removed immediately.  If the store is found in violation during routine inspections, the inspector informs the store manager of required corrections.

Toll-free Complaint Line

The Tennessee Department of Agriculture provided a toll-free number (1-800-628-2631) for consumers to report establishments selling tobacco products to under age individuals and/or selling single cigarettes. Upon receiving the complaints, the agency met with the store owners/managers and reviewed the youth access tobacco laws.  

The Department of Mental Health in collaboration with the Department of Agriculture developed and printed a comprehensive merchant education toolkit, the “Tennessee Tobacco Retailer Education Guide” that contains information on state and national tobacco laws, tobacco products, ways to avoid breaking the law, and tobacco facts.  The Guide is being distributed by the Department of Agriculture during routine visits.  Every retailer in the State should receive a Guide by July 2012.  In addition, community prevention coalitions throughout the state have received the Guide and are having conversations with retailers about the importance of being in compliance with the access laws.

The Tennessee Department of Mental Health (TDMH), along with the Tennessee Attorney General’s Office, the Tennessee Department of Health (TDOH), and the Tennessee Department of Education - Office of Coordinated School Health, collaborated with the Oasis Center, STARS, Nashville Prevention Partnership, and school districts across the state to highlight National Kick Butts Day, Wednesday, March 23, 2011, through a statewide project aimed at  reducing the sale and consumption of tobacco to youth.  Youth across the state were asked to participate in “Lives Cut Short,” a statewide art project consisting of decorating pairs of shorts in honor of Tennesseans who had their lives cut short due to tobacco use. The results of the project were compiled by Nashville artist Andee Rudloff and displayed on Kick Butts Day at the Legislative Plaza in Nashville.    

The Tennessee Department of Health, Tobacco Use Prevention and Control Program receives federal dollars from the Center for Disease Control (CDC) for Tobacco Prevention in Tennessee.  The department has contracts with several venders to provide these services.  Thirteen Tobacco Coordinators across the State  work closely with youth advocacy groups in their regions to develop policy and program initiatives to reduce tobacco use and the sale of tobacco products to youth. The Coordinators are responsible for educating youth of the harmful effects of tobacco and  developing, organizing and maintaining  youth councils which focus on strategies to increase the enforcement of the youth access laws by working with retailers, law enforcement, the judicial system and the public. 
The Tobacco Use Prevention and Control Program receives the Tobacco Enforcement Summary and Annual Synar Reports and shares the information with the Tobacco Coordinators and partners. The Tobacco Retailer Education Guide is  given  to the merchants in their regions to be used as a training tool for their employees.  Some incentives that are given to merchants include Tennessee Tobacco QuitLine brochures, pens, pencils, etc.

 The Tobacco Use Prevention and Control Program works very closely with the Tennessee Tobacco Advocacy Program at Middle Tennessee State University.  They organize and present tobacco control advocacy spokesperson training in each of the three grand divisions.  In these trainings, they provide information on effective advocacy methods and build a network of community advocates who campaign for tobacco control policy at the local, regional and state levels.  The goals are:

   -Preventing initiation of tobacco use among youth.
   -Eliminating nonsmokers’ exposure to secondhand smoke.

   -Promoting quitting among adults and youth.

   -Identifying and eliminating tobacco-related disparities.

Additionally, the State is funding substance coalitions through the SAPT Block Grant during FY 13 to implement evidenced based strategies to address tobacco use by underage youth. The State uses the Strategic Prevention Framework (SPF) for determining local community data and contributing factors that support tobacco use and then implement targeted and sustained environmental strategies to achieve measureable outcomes. This approach engages multiple community sectors (law enforcement, faith based, civic, media, parents, youth…) for delivery of prevention messages and focuses on the policies, practices, and procedures in a community that tend to support access and use of tobacco products. 

The Department of Mental Health and the Department of Agriculture are working together to publish inspection results on the Department of Agriculture's website.  It is our intent that the results will be available by location.  

The Tennessee Department of Agriculture (TDA) is committed to reducing the accessibility of  tobacco to minors by continuously educating the store managers of the requirements of the tobacco laws, and ensuring they’re implemented. Inspectors will inform retailers of any changes in the law as they occur, and will advise merchants to implement the changes. We will continue to ensure tobacco products are sold in their original, sealed packages and verify proper tobacco signage. A sign will be provided if one is not posted, and the violation will be noted on their inspection sheet. If the establishment continues to be in violation, a civil penalty will be enforced.

TDA will target establishments with tobacco enforcement sales violations. These retailers will be rechecked frequently until they’re in compliance. After completing Synar, the violators will be compared to the enforcement violators to identify and target hotspots. TDA will increase the frequency of compliance checks for establishments that were in violation for both the Synar and enforcement programs. 

The public may call the TDA's toll-free telephone number to report establishments selling tobacco to minors and/or selling loose cigarettes. Any consumer complaints will be addressed with the store owners/managers.

Laws/Regulations Limiting the Use of Minors in Tobacco Inspections

T.C.A. 39-15-413 states when a minor participates in any enforcement activities the written consent of the minor’s parent or legal guardian and the juvenile court are required. Some judges require a meeting between the minor, the minor’s parent, and the inspector before he/she grants written permission for the minor to assist in any enforcement activities. At times, coordinating schedules is very challenging. Of Tennessee’s ninety-five counties, three county juvenile judges refuse to sign a court order allowing our agency to conduct compliance checks.

The Legislature would be required to amend T.C.A 39-15-413 which requires the juvenile judge’s signature before a minor may participate in any law activity.

The inspectors are required to explain the program to the minors and his/her parents before any investigation can occur and written parental consent is mandatory. During the training, a variety of scenarios are discussed to better prepare the youths for any questions they may be asked during the Synar survey. Minors must answer truthfully and do not carry an ID with them during the survey. Youths are encouraged to keep the Synar survey confidential. To ensure confidentiality of the minors, they are assigned a minor ID number that is used for reports.

Chapter 5, Section 50-5-109 states a birth certificate or other proof of age is required before any minor may be employed or continue to be employed. Chapter 5, Section 50-5-115 states a “minor must have a thirty (30) minute unpaid break or meal period if scheduled to work six hours consecutively”. 

The Tennessee Department of Labor has several restrictions for employed minors based on their age. Chapter 5, Section 50-5-104 states a, “minor 14 or 15 years of age may not be employed: during school hours, between the hours of seven p.m. and seven a.m. if the next day is a school day, between the hours of nine p.m. and six a.m., more than three hours a day on school days, more than eighteen hours a week during a school week, more than eight hours a day on non-school days, more than forty hours a week during non-school weeks”. 

The Tennessee Department of Labor, Chapter 5, Section 5-5-105 states a minor, “16 or 17 years of age enrolled in school, may not be employed during those hours when the minor is required to attend classes and between the hours of ten p.m. and six a.m. Sunday through Thursday evenings preceding a school day”.
