78-HOUR HOLIDAY PERIOD

In Tennessee, there were 17 fatal crashes resulting in 17 deaths, yielding a fatality rate of one death per

four hours and thirty-five minutes.

13 crashes were single vehicle crashes;
4 were multiple vehicle crashes.
Seven (41%) of the fatalities occurred in alcohol-related crashes.
Fourteen of the people killed were vehicle occupants.


Eleven of the 14 (79%) were not wearing safety restraints.


Four of the 11 (36%) were ejected from their vehicle.

No child passengers requiring child safety seats were killed.

One motorcyclists was killed; one ATV rider was killed; all were wearing helmets.

One pedestrian was killed.

In 1974, 27 people were killed in Tennessee traffic crashes during the 78-hour Labor Day holiday period; yielding a fatality rate of one death per 2.9 hours.

LOWEST  DEATHS
In 1962, 6 people were killed in Tennessee traffic crashes during the 78-hour Labor Day holiday period; yielding a fatality rate of one death per 13 hours.
