AN ACT To amend the Charter of the Town of Jonesborough, Tennessee, the same being
Chapter 135 of the Acts of 1903; as amended by Chapter 67 of the Private Acts of 1913
(extra session); Chapter 123 of the Private Acts of 1919; Chapter 150 of the Private Acts
of 1921; Chapter 788 of the Private Acts of 1921; Chapter 24 of the Private Acts of 1983;
Chapter 202 of the Private Acts of 1992; Chapter 250 of the Private Acts of 1992;
Chapter 35 of the Private Acts of 1993; Chapter 30 of the Private Acts of 1997; Chapter
31 of the Private Acts of 1997; Chapter 9 of the Private Acts of 1999; Chapter 27 of the
Private Acts of 1999; and any other acts amendatory thereto.

BE IT ENACTED BY THE GENERAL ASSEMBLY OF THE STATE OF TENNESSEE:

SECTION 1. Chapter 135 of the Acts of 1903, as amended by Chapter 67 of the Private
Acts of 1913 (extra session); Chapter 123 of the Private Acts of 1919; Chapter 150 of the
Private Acts of 1921; Chapter 788 of the Private Acts of 1921; Chapter 24 of the Private Acts of
1983; Chapter 202 of the Private Acts of 1992; Chapter 250 of the Private Acts of 1992; Chapter
35 of the Private Acts of 1993; Chapter 30 of the Private Acts of 1997; Chapter 31 of the Private
Acts of 1997; Chapter 9 of the Private Acts of 1999; Chapter 27 of the Private Acts of 1999, and
any other acts amendatory thereto, is amended in Section 5 by adding the following language
as a new, appropriately designated subdivision (25):

25. To levy and collect fees from the citizens of Jonesborough to provide street
lighting. The Board shall have power to establish special improvement districts within
the Town and to levy and collect fees for street lighting by special assessment within
those districts.

SECTION 2. This act shall have no effect unless it is approved within one hundred
twenty (120) days of its signing by the Governor by a two-thirds (2/3) vote of the Board of Mayor
and Aldermen of the Town of Jonesborough. Its approval or nonapproval shall be proclaimed
by the presiding officer of the Board of Mayor and Aldermen of the Town of Jonesborough and
certified to the Secretary of State.

SECTION 3. For the purpose of approving or rejecting the provisions of this act, it shall
be effective upon becoming a law, the public welfare requiring it. For all other purposes, it shall
become effective as provided in Section 2.
