AN ACT to amend Tennessee Code Annotated, Title 33, relative to nationwide criminal history 
records. 

BE IT ENACTED BY THE GENERAL ASSEMBLY OF THE STATE OF TENNESSEE: 

SECTION 1. Tennessee Code Annotated, Section 33-2-1202(c), is amended by adding the 
following as a new subdivision (3): 

(3) The organization shall check the registry maintained by the Department of Health 
pursuant to§ 68-11-1001 prior to employment of applicants or their use as a volunteer in the 
organization. No individual who is listed on the registry may be hired or otherwise permitted 
to provide services in the organization. 

SECTION 2. Tennessee Code Annotated, Section 33-2-1202(e), is amended by adding the 
following as a new subdivision (e)(3): 

(3) An organization which contracts with the Department of Intellectual and 
Developmental Disabilities shall check the registry maintained by the Department of Health 
pursuant to § 68-11-1001 prior to employment of applicants or their use as volunteers in the 
organization. No individual who is listed on the registry may be hired or otherwise permitted 
to provide services in the organization. 

SECTION 3. This act shall take effect July 1, 2011, the public welfare requiring it. 
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
