AN ACT to amend Tennessee Code Annotated, Title 4, Chapter 21, Part 2 and Title 4, Chapter 29,
relative to the human rights commission.

BE IT ENACTED BY THE GENERAL ASSEMBLY OF THE STATE OF TENNESSEE:

SECTION 1. Tennessee Code Annotated, Section 4-29-232(a), is amended by deleting
subdivision (23) in its entirety.

SECTION 2. Tennessee Code Annotated, Section 4-29-234(a), is amended by adding the
following language as a new subdivision thereto, as follows:

( ) Human rights commission, created by § 4-21-201;

SECTION 3. The division of state audit shall return to the human rights commission on
November 1, 2011 to review actions taken by the commission to address the internal control issues
raised in the fourth finding in the April, 2011, performance audit report. The division shall report its
findings to the chairs of the Government Operations Committees of the Senate and the House of
Representatives.

SECTION 4. This act shall take effect upon becoming a law, the public welfare requiring it.
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
