AN ACT to amend Tennessee Code Annotated, Section 4-3-2014 and Section 49-1-219, relative to
the reporting of DUI fatalities.

BE IT ENACTED BY THE GENERAL ASSEMBLY OF THE STATE OF TENNESSEE:

SECTION 1. Tennessee Code Annotated, Section 4-3-2014, is amended by deleting the
section in its entirety.

SECTION 2. Tennessee Code Annotated, Section 49-1-219, is amended by deleting the
section in its entirety and substituting instead the following language:

The commissioner of education, in consultation with the commissioner of safety, shall
develop advisory guidelines for LEAs to use in developing an annual report to inform high
school students of any death of a person eighteen (18) years of age or younger that resulted
from a motor vehicle accident in which a driver eighteen (18) years of age or younger was
driving under the influence of an intoxicant or drug. The guidelines shall emphasize
consultation at the local level with appropriate authorities.

SECTION 3. This act shall take effect July 1, 2015, the public welfare requiring it.
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
