SUBJECT: 2010-11 Appropriations Recommendations: Operating,
Capital Outlay, and Capital Maintenance

ACTION RECOMMENDED: Approval

BACKGROUND INFORMATION: Based on the funding formula, the
THEC tuition model, system capital projects and staff analysis, the
following recommendations for state appropriations and capital projects
are presented.

THEC Policy Tools

THEC utilized several policy tools to analyze information for state
appropriations and tuition rates for 2010-11, primarily the funding
formula and the THEC tuition model. The funding formula is designed to
calculate what an institution needs to operate at an adequate level, given
its size, complexity and performance level. This calculation is referred to
as the total revenue need that would be derived from general state
appropriations and student tuition revenue. The funding formula then
divides responsibility for funding that total revenue need into the
students’ share and the state’s share. The state’s share is the formula
calculation for 2010-11 state appropriations. Over the last several years,
actual state appropriations have fallen well below the formula calculation
level. Therefore, this data is presented as information only.

Fiscal Overview for 2010-11

Since 2008 the national economy has been in recession which has
reduced both economic growth and subsequent state tax revenues. The
2008-09 state appropriations to higher education were reduced twice by
a total of over six percent, once at the beginning of the fiscal year and
again in a mid-year reversion. These reductions were then followed by a
nearly 15 percent reduction in 2009-10.

The Federal American Recovery and Reinvestment Act (ARRA) provides
for state appropriations to be temporarily restored back to 2007-08
levels. States have an obligation through the Maintenance of Effort (MOE)
provision to restore funding to 2005-06 levels, with the ARRA providing
funds up to the 2007-08 levels. Over the three year life of ARRA (2008-09
through 2010-11), higher education will receive approximately $540
million in one-time funding, with $413 million from Federal funds and



$127 million in state funds. This offsets a cumulative $558 million loss of
state appropriations over the same three year period. Attachment |
summarizes the 2008-09 and 2009-10 state appropriations, supplemented
by MOE and ARRA funding.

Governor Bredesen has instructed state agencies to prepare 2010-11
budgets with a nine percent reduction in appropriations, while higher
education has been asked to prepare reductions of six percent. Financial
aid funding provided through TSAC will be exempted from the reductions.
Attachment Il presents the staff recommendation for the distribution of
the six percent reduction. As in past years, the methodology utilizes the
concept of total revenue, whereby each institution’s total revenue from state
appropriations and tuition is reduced by the same percentage. This
methodology protects the institutions with smaller tuition revenue bases.

Funding Formula

Finally, it is important that THEC express the fiscal needs as determined by
the funding formula, indicated in Attachment Ill. The state appropriation
need for all of higher education totals $1,896,299,300 which is
$783,917,500 or 70 percent greater than the FY 2009-10 recurring
appropriations. Of the total, the state appropriation formula need for FY
2010-11 is $1,278,637,000, which is $507,603,600 or 66 percent greater
than the FY 2009-10 recurring appropriations. The FY 2010-11 state
appropriation need for the non-formula units, other specialized units, and
program initiatives is $617,662,300, which is $276,313,900 or 81 percent
more than the FY 2009-10 recurring appropriations.

For information, a one percent increase in student fees would generate
approximately $9 million and a one percent increase in state appropriations
would generate approximately $7.7 million. Fully funding the total FY 2010-
11 formula need would theoretically require a 62 percent increase in state
appropriations or a 53 percent increase in student fees.

Capital Outlay

The capital outlay recommendation for 2010-11 totals $359,850,000. As
shown in Attachment 1V, this includes four projects for the University of
Tennessee totaling $162,100,000 or 45 percent of the total, and four
projects for the Tennessee Board of Regents totaling $197,750,000 or 55
percent of the total.

For comparison purposes, higher education did not receive any funding for
capital outlay projects in 2009-10. The THEC recommendation for capital
outlay total of $378,651,000 included four projects for the University of
Tennessee totaling $180,900,000 and four projects for the Tennessee Board
of Regents totaling $197,751,000.



Capital Maintenance

The 2010-11 recommendation for capital maintenance for the Tennessee
Board of Regents and the University of Tennessee systems is $141,690,000.
As shown in Attachment 1V, this includes 21 projects for the University of
Tennessee totaling $57,620,000 or 41 percent of the total, and 108 projects
for the Tennessee Board of Regents totaling $84,070,000 or 59 percent of
the total.

For comparison purposes, the 2009-10 recommendation for capital
maintenance for both systems totaled $121,880,000 of which $11,380,000
was appropriated by the Legislature. This appropriation represented nine
percent of the total recommendation and included three projects for the
University of Tennessee totaling $4,620,000 and 11 projects for the
Tennessee Board of Regents totaling $6,760,000.

Revenue-Funded Projects

Projects of this nature are funded through the Tennessee State School Bond
Authority, auxiliary funds, or sources other than state appropriations. For
2010-11 there are 80 revenue-funded projects totaling $318,880,000 for
both the Tennessee Board of Regents and the University of Tennessee
systems. As shown in Attachment 1V, the listing includes 35 projects
totaling $127,700,000 for the University of Tennessee, and 45 projects
totaling $191,180,000 for the Tennessee Board of Regents.

For comparison there were 72 revenue-funded projects totaling
$419,644,000 presented to the Commission for 2009-10. That listing
included 28 projects totaling $175,034,000 for the University of Tennessee,
and 45 projects totaling $244,610,000 for the Tennessee Board of Regents.
