EPSDT Reporting

The EPSDT appointment is made for the child at the county health department with the goal completion of the EPSDT within 30 days of entry into custody, and Annually, (365 from the initial EPSDT) or for children under 2, according to the periodicity schedule.    (Davidson County has a designated provider, in lieu of the health department)
Upon completion of the EPSDT screening, the health department sends a letter to the child’s assigned PCP.
The “PCP” (primary care provider) letter is “copied” to one central location for each DCS region.  It goes to the DCS Regional Well-Being Unit.   
The DCS Regional Well-Being Nurse reviews the EPSDT for follow up services, and notifies the FSW in an email regarding specifics on the follow up services.  

The SAT Coordinator then enters the EPSDT in the Health Icon in TNKids, indicating the components of the EPSDT completed and any follow up services as indicated.
The SAT Coordinator then provides the copy of the EPSDT PCP letter to the FSW for the case file.
The FSW is responsible for providing the child’s placement caregiver with a copy of the PCP letter along with followup instructions from the DCS Regional Well-Being Unit Nurse.

Placement caregivers should check with the FSW if this documentation is not received within        7-10 days following the EPSDT screening. 

For follow up services identified from the EPSDT, the FSW/DCS contract agency should request the healthcare provider complete the Health Services Confirmation and Follow-Up form.  This form should then be provided to the SAT Coordinator for entry into the TNKids Health Icon.   
The EPSDT reports are produced from data entered into the TNKids Health Icon.                              Note that the health department sends the EPSDT letter to DCS.  The data entered is based on encounter data from that visit (not paid claims data).  
The data is aggregated in monthly EPSDT reports, with a 45 day window for data receipt and entry.  The data for July 09 was reported in mid Sept 09.
Youth in custody less than 30 days are excluded from the aggregate report. Youth on runaway are excluded from the aggregate report.  Youth in YDCs are excluded from the aggregate monthly report.  
DCS contract  agency providers may have access to the TNKids Health Icon through the web portal SAT.  The system administrator in Central Office Well-Being can add DCS contract agency users.
