That’s especially true for 
families caring for a loved one with disabilities at home.  To provide some relief for those families, 
Tennessee is using federal COVID funding1 to pay for extra services and supports that will: 

• Help people live safely and as independently as possible.   

• Provide relief for family caregivers. 

• Help people remain in their homes and communities. 

These services will be available to persons supported in CHOICES, Employment and Community 
First CHOICES, or the 1915(c) Waivers operated by DIDD2 if they routinely receive support from 
unpaid family caregivers.3 

Here are the kinds of extra services available in each program. 

 

People who qualify can receive up to $3,000 more of these services from now through 

March 31, 2024, even if it exceeds service limits, budgets or cost caps.
