The Interior Design program of study is designed for students interested in becoming residential or commercial interior designers. Course content covers concepts and skills such as elements and principles of design, sketching techniques for perspective floor plans, computer-aided drafting, board presentation techniques using textiles samples and three-dimensional sketches, building technology, building codes, product applications, product testing research and development, and project management for the interior design industry. In the program of study, students will have the opportunity to participate in a work-based learning internship and will be equipped for further study of interior design at the postsecondary level upon completion of the program of study.

CAREER OPPORTUNITIES
In Tennessee, 25 total annual average openings are projected for interior designers between 2014 and 2022. These projected openings are due to replacements. In 2014, 960 interior designers were estimated to be employed in Tennessee. By 2022, that number is projected to decline to 950 representing a 0.4 percent decline for the occupation group. More openings are projected in urban and surrounding areas with Nashville leading with 10 annual average openings.1 Nationally, the employment of interior designers is projected to grow faster with 4 percent growth between 2014 and 2024.2
