 The Web Design program of study is designed for students interested in designing and creating websites.  Students will develop fundamental skills in both theory and practical application of the basic web design and development process, project management and teamwork, troubleshooting and problem solving, and interpersonal skill development. Laboratory facilities and experiences simulate those found in the web design and development industry; where interaction with a “client” is indicated in the standards, it is expected that students’ peers or the instructor may serve as mock clients in lieu of an actual relationship with an industry partner. Emphasis is also placed on applying the design process toward projects of increasing sophistication, culminating in the production of a functional, static website. As students work toward this goal, they will acquire key skills in coding, project management, basic troubleshooting and validation, and content development and analysis. Upon completion of this course, proficient students will be prepared for more advanced coursework in the Web Design program of study.

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Web Design pathways offer opportunities to funnel into careers at a variety of education levels. Web developers design, build, and maintain web sites using authoring and scripting languages. As a result, they must have knowledge of programming and graphics design.1  Although an associate’s degree is the typical education level needed to enter the web developer occupation, 43% of adults attained a bachelor’s degree. In addition, national growth in the web developer occupation is expected to be faster than the average at 27% through year 2024. More specifically, there will be 22,200 job openings through 2022 and 15,700 will be due to new positions beyond replacement needs. This growth is a direct correlation to the growth in use of mobile devices and e-Commerce.  For example, Jobs4TN.gov reported that there were .16 potential candidates for every web developer job opening in Tennessee.2 In 2014, the national median annual wage for web developers was $63,500, and in 2014, Tennessee’s annual mean wage for web developers was $53,400.3
