benefits are derived from that land. "Multiple use" 
includes, but is not limited to, a combination of 
timber production, demonstration, watershed 
protection, wildlife management, recreation, and 
aesthetics.  The State Forest’s primary objectives 
are to demonstrate sound forestry practices, 
maintain healthy forests and produce high quality 
timber and other forest based products and 
services for the benefit of Tennesseans.  
Several of the State Forests are actually located 
adjacent to State Parks and some are also Wildlife 
Management Areas.  All receive a considerable 
amount of recreational use by the public.  Revenue 
is generated primarily through timber sales and 
provides a share of the operating funds for the 
Division.   State nursery operations produce 
seedlings for the public and state use on state land 
as well.

The Forestry Division is part of the Tennessee 
Department of Agriculture.  It was established in 
1937 to manage those public lands obtained by the 
State for the benefit of the citizens of Tennessee.  
Specifically, these lands are “to provide for the 
multiple-use management of the various 
renewable and non-renewable resources such that 
those resources are utilized in the combination 
that best meets the needs of the people of 
Tennessee”.  The state is divided into six 
management districts, with 15 state forests 
distributed throughout nine physiographic 
regions.  Total area of all forests combined is 
about 164,321 acres. They are quite varied, 
ranging from mountain coves to cedar glades to 
bottomlands along the Mississippi. 
 
The Forestry Division manages these forestlands 
for multiple-use, with revenue generation and 
recreation being a primary objective.  “Multiple 
use" means the management and use of forests 
such that a variety or mix of natural resource

State Forest 

The Tennessee Department of Environment and 
Conservation (TDEC) administers over 200,000 
acres in over 140 separate management units 
spread across the state. These lands fall into four 
general management systems: State Parks, 
Natural Areas, Archaeological Areas and  
 
 

Historical Areas. Each of these systems has its 
own set of management policies governing 
allowable development in regard to the amount, 
type, and location of recreation facilities.  The 
Natural Areas limit development to trails and 
primitive campsites in order to preserve each 
area’s natural integrity. The Historic and 
Archaeological Areas are managed principally for 
the preservation of each site’s cultural features. 
The State Parks, the most highly developed of the 
Department’s holdings, often contain such 
facilities as campgrounds, cabins, trails for 
walking, hiking, backpacking, fishing, equestrian, 
nature and interpretive centers, and swimming 
beaches, while a few include resort-type inns, golf 
courses, and swimming pools.

With 1.3 million acres currently included in its 
Wildlife Management Areas, the Tennessee 
Wildlife Resources Agency (TWRA) deals with 
more recreation land than any other agency in the 
state.  While most of these lands are federal, state 
or private property that is managed under lease or 
cooperative agreement, the agency also owns 
over 400,000 acres outright.  All these areas are 
maintained to provide habitat for game animals 
and other wildlife.  Development is limited to 
roads and jeep trails. 
    
While hunting is the primary activity on Wildlife 
Management Areas, they are also suitable for 
other land-based activities, such as hiking, 
backpacking, fishing and nature study.  
Non-hunting uses are subject to restriction 
according to the time of year and the demand for 
habitat protection. 
 
As part of its fisheries programs, the agency 
oversees fish habitat in TVA and Corps lakes and 
maintains eighteen small fishing lakes, nine 
hatcheries and one fish rearing station.  In 
addition, not shown here are some 350-lake 
access sites maintained by TWRA and numerous 
trout management streams, which are stocked 
annually.

National Park Service (NPS) units in Tennessee 
total some 340,000 acres. These include 
recreation areas, natural areas or historic sites of 
national significance. Portions of these lands 
have been developed to provide campgrounds, 
interpretive centers, nature trails and scenic 
parkways. Yet the majority of this acreage is 
contained in the wilderness management areas of 
the Great Smoky Mountains National Park.  

This park, one of the most heavily visited in the 
nation, represents the largest single undisturbed 
tract in the state and the area of greatest biological 
diversity. Most land-based recreation activities 
are allowed in the National Parks, except for 
hunting and off-road vehicle use, which are 
prohibited. Hunting is allowed in Big South Fork 
National River and Recreation Area.

Millions of people enjoy recreational activities on 
Tennessee Valley Authority (TVA) reservoirs 
each year.  The six large mainstream reservoirs 
and twenty-three smaller tributary reservoirs on 
the Tennessee River System within the state are 
part of TVA’s navigation, flood damage 
reduction, power generation, water quality and  
 

supply and sustainable economic development 
programs. The reservoirs and the 293,000 acres 
of public land surrounding them offer nearly 
limitless opportunities for fun-filled activities, 
including water skiing, canoeing, sailing, 
windsurfing, fishing, hunting, swimming, hiking, 
nature photography, picnicking, bird watching, 
and camping. TVA has developed public 
campgrounds with campsites, boat ramps, 
bathhouses, and swimming beaches.  In addition, 
TVA maintains boat launching ramps, day use 
areas, and small informal recreation areas at 
selected sites around the reservoirs.  Some of the 
more pristine places have been set aside as Small 
Wild Areas.

The US Fish and Wildlife Service (USFWS) 
manages seven National Wildlife Refuges in 
Tennessee primarily to provide habitat for 
migratory waterfowl and rare or endangered 
species. Wildlife oriented recreational facilities, 
such as hunting, fishing, or wildlife observation, 
are allowed in these areas when and where they do 
not conflict with the primary purpose. Camping is 
not allowed, and certain areas may be seasonally 
closed to public entry. The agency also operates 
two national fish hatcheries, a migratory bird 
office, a law enforcement office and an ecological 
services field office in the state.

Within the Congressionally authorized 
boundaries of Cherokee National Forest (NF), the 
Forest Service manages a complex patchwork of 
tracts totaling approximately 640,000 acres, the 
largest total holdings of any government agency 
in Tennessee.  Cherokee NF stretches from 
Chattanooga to Bristol and is divided into two 
sections by the Great Smoky Mountains National 
Park.  Federal law directs the Forest Service to 
pursue “multiple-use” land management policies, 
balancing public demand for timber production,  
wilderness preservation, wildlife management, 
water quality protection, and recreation. 
 
Developed trails, scenic byways, campgrounds, 
picnic areas, boat launches and shooting ranges 
are located throughout the national forest to 
accommodate a wide range of outdoor activities.  
The entire Cherokee NF is managed 
cooperatively with TWRA as a Wildlife 
Management Area and more than 150,000 acres 
are managed for remote backcountry recreation. 

This includes over 66,000 acres of 
Congressionally designated Wilderness.
