It shall be the responsibility of the successful truck vendor to guarantee delivery within the quoted time and to require allied manufacturers or suppliers to complete the installation of auxiliary equipment in accordance with the quoted delivery time.

1. All standard equipment as listed by the manufacturer and/or as required for GVWR. GVWR to govern over all components.

2. Axles: Front & rear to meet GVWR. Rear axle ratio 4.78 to 4.88. Front and rear stabilizers required.

3. Springs: Front & rear to meet GVWR.

4. Engine: 6.4L diesel, 300 hp, 660 lbs. torque at mfg.’s rated RPM. To include all accessories and attachments necessary for diesel engine application.
5. Engine Block Heater: Required

6. Engine Cooling: Heavy-duty

7. Cruise Control w/Tilt Wheel: Required

8. Transmission: 5-speed automatic (min.)
9. Brakes: Air brakes

10.  Tires: Seven (7) BSW all season to meet the GVWR.  Spare wheel and tire required, to be mounted in carrier if body permits. If not spare wheel and tire shall be mounted vertical inside of (dual rear wheels).
11.  Wheels: Steel disc, color white, 8-hole, hub piloted

12.  Fuel Tank: 40 gallons

13.  Seats: Standard bench with two (2) seat belt retractors and one (1) center seat belt or 40/20/40 split bench.

14.  Interior Features: To include A/C with integral heater, factory installed, AM/FM radio, factory installed.

15.  Power Door Locks and Windows: Required

16.  Batteries: Dual, 12 volt, 1100 CCA, maintenance free.
17.  Alternator: 160 amp/hrs.

18.  Steering: Power

19.  Shock Absorbers: Heavy-duty, front

20.  Trailer Towing Package: Standard towing package to be included, hitch and mounting shall be included. Hitch shall be a drop forged combination pintle hook/ball hitch with 2” interchangeable hitch ball. To include trailer wiring to the rear of chassis for wiring trailer receptacle during body installation. To include 7-wire harness for park lamps, backup lamps, right & left turn, brake lamps, battery and ground with independent fused trailering circuits connected to a 7-way sealed connector. Connector to be mounted during body installation.

21.  Mirrors: Exterior – right & left side w/dual spot mirrors. Mirrors to be fold away type, below eye line and provide field of vision for vehicles and body width. Heated.

22.  Tow Hooks: Two (2) front mounted or single “A” frame mounted.

23.  Mud Flaps: Required

24.  Backup Alarm: Required, shall be mounted on the inside of truck frame by either truck manufacturer or body installer.

25.  Auxiliary Power Outlet: 12 volt

26.  Winterized: Vehicle to be completely winterized to -30 degrees F.

27.  Tinted Windows: Required

28.  Fuel: ¼ tank upon delivery (minimum)

29.  Paint: Exterior – Bright white; Interior – Lt. Grey (preferred)

30.  Pre-delivery according to manufacturer’s specifications

31.  All optional equipment itemized separately on invoice to include ignition and door key number on invoice.

32.  Warranty: Manufacturer’s standard warranty to apply on complete truck which shall begin on date vehicle is placed in service which is approximately 30 days or less from receipt of vehicle.

1. Body Length: 132” – 134”

2. Body Width Outside: 92” – 94”

3. Body Inside Dimensions: 24” high x 50” – 54” wide

4. Compartment Depth: 20”

5. Floor Material: 12 ga. steel safety tread plate (minimum)

6. Double paneled doors, self-sealing, with built-in drainage and neoprene door seals to make compartments weatherproof. Horizontal compartments to have galvanized stop chains or cables. Vertical compartments to have double spring over center door or gas props closure that keeps door in positive open or closed position.
7. Door Latches: Flush type with cylinder locks keyed alike (stainless steel).

8. Body to be immersed in electrically charged grey epoxy primer.

9. Lighting: Rear stop, tail, directional and back-up lights in compliance with Federal Standard #108 are required.

10.  Compartmentation: Two (2) front vertical compartments each side and one (1) vertical compartment at the rear on each side. Compartment height shall be 40” – 41” high (except oxygen/acetylene compartment). Each side shall have one (1) horizontal compartment over the wheels. Each compartment where applicable must have adjustable shelves with dividers. The front most compartment on the left side (driver’s side) shall have a heavy steel pullout shelf with 250 lb. capacity slides and spring latch for quick access. Compartments shall be constructed of not less than 16 ga. steel. Interior of compartments shall be painted same as the exterior.
11.  Oxygen/Acetylene Compartment: The front most compartment on the right side (passenger side) is to be for oxygen and acetylene tanks. Compartment must be tall enough for tanks and regulators, 60” x 30” clearance. Bottom of compartment must be reinforced with 3/16” steel. Two (2) “J” hooks are to be installed for hose storage. Metal retainers designed for cylinders are to be included to secure tanks in the compartment. The compartment shall have a single door with latches and double spring over center door closure of gas props. The compartment shall be vented.
12.  Master Locking System: Required on each side, spring loaded and must lock all compartments on each side at the same time when engaged. Oxygen/acetylene compartment is exempt from the master locking system. Master locks with two (2) keys each shall be provided.

13.  Tailgate: 10 ½” high (minimum), double vertical braced or double panel construction. Must include coated chains, cables or support arms.

14.  Tie Downs: “D” rings, six (6) each, mounted in floor equally distributed front, middle and rear and to fold down flush with floor.
15.  Grab Handles: Two (2) each, one left and one right mounted on rear vertical surface inside rear doors to aid personnel entering rear cargo area.

16.  Paint/Primer: Painted surfaces must be primed prior to finish paint. Finish paint shall match truck color (powder coating is acceptable).

17.  Back-Up Alarm: Required and installed

18.  Cab Entrance Steps: Front and rear to be provided and mounted under driver and passenger side. Durable steel construction, protective black powder-coat, molded plastic step pad, 90 degree bends hide steel bracing. (1 piece construction, nerf type)
19.  Rear Bumper/Hitch: 12” tread plate bumper with pintle hook recess. Bumper shall be full width of body. Hitch shall be a forged alloy steel combination pintle and 2” ball hitch. Hitch capacity shall be 3,000 lb. minimum vertical load and minimum gross trailer weight of 16,000 lb. bumper fabrication and mounting capacity of hitch. Bumper shall include eyes for 3/8” safety chains.

20.  Mud Flaps: Required, mounting shall be during body installation.

21.  Warranty: One (1) year on fabrication, five (5) years on rust through and five (5) years on hinges, paddle locks and key cylinder failure.
