I.     Scope and term of contract

A.   Coverage:   

[bookmark: _GoBack]Independently, and not as an agent of the state government, the Contractor  shall furnish all necessary personnel, supervision, special tools, test equipment, upgrades, equipment, diagnostics, parts, materials, supplies and other materials as needed to provide the required technical support, troubleshooting, and expertise for on-site preventive maintenance and routine/emergency repair of eleven existing Overhead Cranes to ensure they are working at an optimum level and within manufacturer’s  specifications.  The eleven overhead cranes are installed at 4593 Swinnea Road, Memphis, Tennessee 38118 at the following locations:

            The absence of detailed specification or the omission of detailed description does not  
	limit the quality of service rendered and shall be recognized as meaning that only the best 
	commercial practices are to prevail and that only first quality materials and workmanship 
	are to be used and will be acceptable.  The contractor shall comply with all industry 
	standards and guidelines, ensure compliance with all Federal, State and local guidelines
	and OSHA/TOSHA regulations and guidelines. 

B.  Equipment to be maintained:

             See Attachment A (Identification Data for Cranes)

C.   Personnel:

             Contractor shall provide personnel with the necessary skills, knowledge, experience, and training 
	to satisfactorily perform the services required by this contract.  Technicians shall be fully qualified 
	to perform maintenance and repair services on equipment listed herein and in accordance with 	the standards established by the equipment manufacturer.    

             Contractor shall provide a central point of contact with emergency after hour telephone number(s) 
	to receive technical assistance requests, service and emergency callbacks, and to dispatch 
	technical support resources within the specified response time as stated in this contract.  An 
	automated answering system will not be acceptable as a contact.                    
		

D.  Term:

This contract shall be for a four year term. 


II.   Preventive Maintenance:

Contractor shall provide on-site monthly, quarterly, semi-annual and annual preventative maintenance of the overhead cranes specified herein.   All services shall be coordinated with the 164th POC Mr. Durkee phone number 901-291-7540, and scheduled at a mutually agreed upon time.   No work shall commence without having received a purchase order authorizing services under this resulting contract.    

	Preventive maintenance shall be performed during normal business hours of 7:30 a.m. to 3:30 p.m.  (CST) Monday through Friday, excluding State holidays declared by the State of Tennessee Commissioner of Human Resources.  Each inspection performed shall be with the express intent of maintaining/restoring the overhead cranes to original manufacturer specifications. 

Contractor shall be responsible for identifying the extent and the time required to ensure that all preventative maintenance checks can be conducted in a thorough manner and specify this required time in writing to the State’s POC Mr. Durkee prior to performing any maintenance.  All preventive maintenance visits monthly, quarterly, semi-annual and annual will not exceed this identified timeline and will be completed within three (3) full work days. 

  	If additional repairs are needed beyond the monthly, quarterly, semi-annual or annual preventive	
	maintenance, Contractor shall inform the POC Mr. Durkee and provide a written signed quote
	with a Not To Exceed price itemizing the number of labor hours (regular, or premium), number of
	trip charges and cost of parts required for repairs pursuant to the unit prices of this contract. 
             Additional repairs outside of the monthly, quarterly, semi-annual or annual preventive
	maintenance shall be performed as specified in Section X (Labor and Material Charges) and shall
	not be performed without the prior approval and authorization of the State and receipt of a
purchase order.  



A. Contractor Sign-in/Sign-out Procedures: 

The Contractor and all of Contractor’s employees will be required to sign-in/out on the 
State’s daily log sheet, immediately upon arriving to the job site; sign-in with name(s), date,
and time on with the 164th POC Mr. Durkee. Contractor and their employees shall immediately prior to departure from the job site shall sign-out. The sign-in/out procedures this includes leaving to go eat, to obtain parts, or leaving the job site for any reason.  Invoiced hours must match hours entered on the State’s sign-in/out daily log sheet.

Note:  Time off-site cannot be charged to the State. 


During the sign-out, Contractor shall inform the State POC Mathew Durkee of the status
of the work performed and/or the operational status of the overhead cranes to which they 
responded. 




B.    Preventive Maintenance: Inspection, Cleaning and Repair

	Refer to Appendix A for the Estimated Workload per Crane in a Twelve Month Period.

Contractor shall conduct scheduled on-site preventive maintenance inspections on all specified equipment to ensure equipment is operating in accordance to manufacturer, installer and user specifications. All replacement parts and materials stated below shall be at no additional charge to the State and included in the monthly, quarterly, semi-annual and annual preventative maintenance cost.  Monthly, quarterly, semi-annual and annual preventive maintenance will include the following:

1. Inspect cables for fraying, bends or kinks and lubricate with wire rope compound.
2. Inspect hook block for worn sheaves or broken sheave flanges.
3. Check block for loose or frozen bearing and lubricate.
4. Inspect sheave guards. 
5. Inspection strain cable or chains for loose connections and determine that the weight of pushbutton station is not supported by the electrical cable.
6. Inspect the pushbuttons for broken or damaged buttons or elements.
7. Check the oil level in the gear case and add if necessary using type and grade as specified by hoist manufacturer. 
8. Inspect electrical connections for loose connection or damaged wiring.
9. Inspect collectors for shoe wear and alignment and check the electrical connection.
10. Test brakes for operation and adjust if necessary.
11. Lubricate points of wear and bearing in all controllers.
12. Check the track system and supporting structure for loose bolts, clamps or rail splices.
13. Change oil in all gear cases and refill with proper lubricant as noted on gear case nameplate per manufacture specifications.
14. Thoroughly clean equipment. Touch up any bare or rusty areas with paint.
15. Magnaflux all load carrying swivels, trolley, hoist or carrier connections for invisible fractures and cracks.  
16. Inspect swivel seat and trolley swivel bearings. Clean and lubricate roller thrust bearings per manufacture specifications. 
17. Lightly coat bronze thust washer with powdered graphite.

1. Inspect drive tires for wear and slippage and adjust all spring mounts uniformly at each drive wheel. Tires should be adjusted with only sufficient pressure to prevent slipping.

1. Load test each crane and hoist to manufactory specifications.
2. Inspect cables for fraying, bends or kinks and lubricate with wire rope compound.
3. Inspect hook block for worn sheaves or broken sheave flanges.
4. Check block for loose or frozen bearing and lubricate.
5. Inspect sheave guards. 
6. Inspect the strain cable or chains for loose connections and determine that the weight of pushbutton station is not supported by the electrical cable.
7. Inspect the pushbuttons for broken or damaged buttons or elements.
8. Check the oil level in the gear case and add if necessary using type and grade as specified by hoist manufacturer. 
9. Inspect electrical connections for loose connection or damaged wiring.
10. Inspect collectors for shoe wear and alignment and check the electrical connection.
11. Test brakes for operation and adjust if necessary.
12. Lubricate points of wear and bearing in all controllers.

C.         Reports:

The Contractor shall submit to the State written reports after each monthly, quarterly, semi-annual and annual preventative maintenance inspection and repair service. The report shall reflect the overall status of all equipment covered under this contract and details of any failures and/or repairs performed during the inspection. The reports shall be submitted to Mathew Durkee no later than five (5) business days after each service is performed. 


III.	Emergency Response:

The overhead cranes must function 24 hours a day, 7 days a week, and 365 days a year. Contractor shall respond on-site to emergency service calls within four (4) hours of notification, 24 hours a day, 7 days a week, including holidays. Emergency calls, as determined by the State, will be placed as necessary directly with the Contractor by telephone or other means as most convenient by the State. The Contractor shall respond within four (4) hours of notification to all emergency calls placed by the contract POC.  Response time is defined as from the time the Contractor receives notification from the contract POC to the time the Contractor arrives at the site and checks in with the contract POC.  Arrival at the job site is defined as reporting to the contract POC.                 

The Contractor shall provide the State with a signed service report after the completion of each emergency service call. The report shall include the date and time the Contractor was notified, date and time of arrival, description of the work performed, and time the malfunction was corrected and the system was fully operational. 


IV.    Repairs                                                        

A.   Assessment:                                                    

Contractor shall determine nature and extent of parts and labor required to restore system components and system operations to proper working condition and availability of replacement parts.

Equipment repairs, service, or parts which are not covered under monthly, quarterly, semi-annual or annual preventative Maintenance, will require a separate contract release order be issued to the contractor utilizing the contract labor hourly rates, trip charge(s),  and repair parts to be supplied at the contractor’s cost plus the contract allowed markup.  

Prior to the issuance of the State contract release order for repairs, the Contractor shall provide the State POC with a signed written quote with a Not To Exceed price which will contain the detailed description of the work to be performed, an itemized breakdown of the number of labor hours required (with contract hourly rate), parts breakdown with cost, trip charge(s) per contract, and a schedule for repair (Ref. Section X).  

The number of labor hours invoiced by the Contractor will be calculated and based on the  actual work hours on the job as substantiated by the sign in and out sheet daily log sheet (Section II.A.).  The actual parts utilized in the repair will be charged in accordance with Section X.D.  Trip charges as allowed under Section X. C.

B.   Interim repairs:

If repair parts are not readily available, interim repairs which will temporarily restore proper performance will be allowed with the approval of the agency representative, but Contractor shall obtain parts and return to complete final repairs within 24 hours. 

C.  Permanent repairs:                                              

Make repairs as required to restore components and systems to proper (original) working condition. All work performed shall be comparable with the best industry standards. Replacement of worn or defective parts shall be consistent with the manufacturer's design. Replacement parts shall be equal to original manufacturer's parts. Any unacceptable service shall be promptly rectified by the Contractor at no additional cost to the state. The Contractor shall locally store and warehouse parts and diagnostic repair equipment to support this contract.          

If/when equipment requires off-site repairs the Contractor shall provide like loaner replacement equipment within 24 hours at no additional cost to the state. Prior to removal of state-owned equipment or the installation of equipment loaned by the contractor, the Contractor shall furnish the state the make, model, and serial number of the State's equipment as well as contractor-owned equipment. This information is essential for property management of the State.    


            D.    Equipment Removal from Service:

The Contractor shall remove from service immediately any overhead crane, which is not operating in compliance with manufacturer specifications and/or presents a safety hazard 
	      using standing lock out/tag out procedures.      

Contractor shall immediately notify the State POC Mr. Durkee of any overhead crane that is required to be placed out of service.                    

V.    Technical assistance

Contractor shall furnish competent technical assistance on the systems serviced under this agreement within twenty-four (24) hours of state's request at no additional charge.               


 VI.   Warranty    

Contractor warrants products and services provided under this Contract to be free of defects for one year after acceptance by the State. Contractor shall provide State with copies of manufacturer's standard parts warranties within one (1) month of installation of products.  Contractor warrants that services provided under this Contract meet the best practices and industry standards.                               

VII. Insurance: 

Contractor shall provide proof of the insurance per Term & Conditions. 


VIII. Damage or Loss of Property:

The State of Tennessee shall not be held liable for any damage, loss of property, or injury of personnel resulting from action of the contractor.    

Contactor shall, in all instances where Military property and equipment is damaged by the Contractor’s employees, the Contractor shall be held responsible for all damages and a full report of the fact and extent of such damage shall be submitted, in writing, to the State within 24 hours of the occurrence. 

Contractor shall not be liable for damage to the items covered by this contract when damage is fire, natural disasters, negligence or misuse of equipment by persons other than Contractor or Contractor’s representative(s) and/or circumstances which in the opinion of the State are beyond the reasonable control of the Contractor, except normal wear and tear.  

The Contractor shall be responsible for taking action necessary to protect its supplies, materials, and equipment and the personal property of its employees from loss, damage, or theft.

IX. Service organization:                                           

All bidders are required to have an adequate service organization with local service representatives for the geographical area for which the bid is applicable. A service representative must be employed by the bidder or designated by them as their authorized representative on a full time basis. 

X.  Labor and Material Charges:

Hourly rates and trip charges will apply to work other than monthly, quarterly, semi-annual and annual preventive maintenance services as authorized by the State and upon receipt of a purchase order.

A.  Regular Time:

"Regular time" - daily hours 8:00 a.m. to 4:30 p.m. (CST) Monday through Friday
		excluding State holidays as proclaimed by the State Commissioner of Human 
		Resources.  On-site Response time for non-emergency repairs shall be 24 hours during 			regular business hours and four (4) hours for emergency repairs.

B. Premium time:                                                  

       "Premium time" - hours from 4:31 p.m. to 7:59 a.m. (CST), Monday through Friday, 
       and 24 hours on Saturday, Sunday and all legal State holidays as proclaimed by the 		State Commissioner of Human Resources. On-site Response time for non-emergency   
       repairs shall be 24 hours during regular business hours and four (4) hours for emergency
       repairs.

C. Trip Charges:

Trip Charges are not allowed for monthly, quarterly, semi-annual or annual preventative maintenance services, Trip charges only apply to technical regular and/or premium time.  

                          Trip charges are limited to a single charge per round trip.  Any job requiring more than
		two (2) working days may be subject to additional trip charges.  The Contractor must
		request prior approval for an additional trip charge from the State POC.

		Return trips due to incomplete work or services shall not be charged to the State.  

D.  	Parts  

	Contractor shall have direct access to repair/replacement parts and components from the 	manufacturer.

	The Contractor shall maintain a sufficient quantity of replacement parts on-hand to	maintain and repair the equipment in a safe and efficient operating condition.  Parts 	requiring repair shall be rebuilt to “as new” condition.  The replacement parts shall remain 	the Contractor’s sole property until installed on the State’s equipment.  In performing the 	indicated work, the Contractor agrees to provide parts used by the manufacturer of the 	equipment for replacement or repair and to use lubricant obtained from and/or 	recommended by the manufacturer.  Equivalent parts or lubricants may be used if 	approved in writing by the State. 

	Contractor shall invoice the State only for those parts, supplies, and materials that are not 	included in the monthly, quarterly, semi-annual and annual preventive maintenance 	services.   Contractor shall invoice the State for repair and replacement parts, materials, 	supplies and equipment utilized in the performance of subject contracted services in 	accordance with the Parts term and condition.  

E.   	Rental Equipment  

	Where the additional equipment is rented, a copy of the rental invoice must be
	attached to contract vendor's invoice when submitted for payment.  Contractor
	owned equipment that is required for specialized work may be charged the current 
	rate that is charged by rental companies for the same type of equipment. The agency
	will need to pre-approve use of the rented or owned specialized equipment. For the  
	owned specialized equipment, the vendor will be required to provide documentation 
	from a minimum of two (2) rental companies substantiating the rental rate per hour 
	and/or per day along with the vendor's quote and/or invoice.  The State reserves the 
	right to obtain prices for the same type of rental equipment for comparison to prices 
	quoted and if the prices quoted appears to be too high, the agency may obtain quotes 
	for the job in accordance with the contract specifications. The vendor will be allowed 
	a mark-up as specified in the parts term and condition. Note: In the event that the 
	rented or owned specialized equipment requires an operator, the contractor shall be 
	allowed to include the cost for the operator on the parts line. The cost for the operator 
	shall be based on the same requirements as listed above for the equipment.

	* The contractor warrants that no equipment shall be rented from a business or 
	company in which the contractor or contractor's employees have direct or indirect 
	financial interest and will be compensated directly or indirectly for equipment being 
	rented to perform work specified in the contract. Any exception taken by the 
	contractor for obtaining rental equipment will be considered a violation of the 
	contract, and may result in contract cancellation and/or legal action being taken 
	against the contractor, if such action is considered to be in the best interest of the 
	State.


 XI. 	Permits and Contractor Responsibilities:

        The Contractor shall without additional expenses to the State, be responsible for obtaining all 
	necessary licenses and permits.

        The Contractor shall comply with all applicable revisions, additions, changes and upgrades to
	any Federal, state and municipal laws, codes, and regulations which are in effect as of the date of 
	contract and which affect the performance of the work.  The Contractor shall also obtain and pay 
	the costs of any royalties and licenses for any patented or copyrighted items used in the 
	performance of work.   

XII. Site Clean-Up

The Contractor shall at all times keep the work area free from accumulation of waste materials.  Before completing the work, the Contractor shall remove from the job site and premises any rubbish, tools, scaffolding, equipment and materials that are not the property of the State.  The Contractor shall leave the job site in a clean, neat, and orderly condition satisfactory to the State POC Mr. Durkee. 


XII.  Invoices:

The Contractor shall send its invoices to military.invoices@tn.gov

        Contractor shall submit invoices to the state after the monthly, quarterly, semi-annual and annual services are performed.  Payment will be made in accordance with the Purchase Order Releases (Agency Term Contract) term and condition. 

When parts materials, supplies, and equipment that are not covered by the monthly, quarterly,      
semi-annual and annual preventative maintenance service are furnished by the Contractor, a
copy of Contractor’s proof of cost (i.e. invoice(s)) must accompany the invoice for payment. A
copy of the original invoice (s) incurred with the procurement of chargeable parts, materials,
and supplies shall be required as documentation to substantiate cost.  

 	The Contractor shall invoice for parts in accordance with the Parts term and condition.
