During the meeting, the
supervisor shall review the expected performance and/or conduct, explain why the performance/conduct does not
meet expectations, provide the employee with an opportunity to explain the performance/conduct, and make
suggestions to correct the performance/conduct. The discussion shall be documented in the written-follow up
documenting the date of the discussion and other necessary information regarding expectations for improvement.
The written follow-up to oral warning shall not be construed as a written warning as described in the Rules of the
Department of Human Resources, Rule 1120-10-.04 and shall not be maintained as a part of the employee’s official
personnel file.
