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“ The Tennessee estimated popula-

tion in 2010 was 6,356,585. The Bu-
reau of the Census estimated the
2015 population of Tennessee at
6,600,299, up 243,714 (3.8 percent)
from the 2010 estimate. The decen-
nial Census is an actual population
count, but the Census Bureau also
produces yearly estimates of state,
county, and city populations as of
July 1. The estimation methodology
has remained unchanged for over
two decades and can be obtained
online at http://census.gov/popest/
methodology/index.html

County Population

The counties with the greatest pop-
ulation are: Shelby County (938,069
people), Davidson County (678,889
people), Knox County (451,324 peo-
ple), Hamilton County (354,098
people), Rutherford County
(298,612 people), Williamson Coun-
ty (211,672 people), Montgomery
County (193,479 people), and
Sumner County (175,989 people).
These eight counties had a total
population of 3,302,132 or 50 per-
cent of the entire state population.
These counties had a population
increase of 192,709 or 79.1 percent
of Tennessee’s population increase
since 2010. The remaining 87 coun-
ties had a total population increase
of 51,005.

The four counties with the largest
actual increase were Davidson,
Rutherford, Williamson, and Mont-
gomery. These counties, all in Mid-
dle Tennessee, had a total increase
of 133,483 people. The four counties
with the largest actual decline were
Hardeman, Roane, Obion, and

Weakley. Three of these four coun-
ties, are in West Tennessee. These

four counties had a decline of 5,092

people.

The counties with the smallest popu-
lation are: Pickett County (5,146 peo-
ple), Van Buren County (5,677 peo-
ple), Moore County (6,322 people),
Hancock County (6,572 people), Lake
County (7,576 people), Clay County
(7,771 people), and Perry County
(7,929 people). In the last five years,
these counties had a total decline of
388 people.

Ranking the Counties

During the last five years, William-
son County (up 15.0 percent) had the
largest percentage increase followed
by Rutherford County (up 13.2 per-
cent), Bledsoe County (up 12.68 per-
cent), Wilson County (up 12.47 per-
cent), Montgomery County (up 11.72
percent), and Sumner County (up
9.11 percent). Since 2010, the highest
percentage decline occurred in Har-
deman County (down 5.34 percent)
followed by Haywood County (down
3.97 percent), Obion County (down
3.71 percent), Hancock County (down
3.52 percent), and Houston (down
3.49 percent).

In the last year, Rutherford County
had the greatest percentage increase
(up 3.27) and Lauderdale County had
the greatest percentage decline
(down 1.46).

NONFARM EMPLOYMENT &
LABOR FORCE NARRATIVE

Total nonfarm employment increased by 62,700
jobs from September 2015 to September 2016.
There were large increases in health care/social
assistance (up 14,600 jobs), which includes
increases of 7,500 jobs in ambulatory health care
services and 4,100 jobs in hospitals; and
professional/business services (up 10,500 jobs),
which includes increases of 5,500 jobs in
administrative/support/waste management and
2,900 jobs in professional/scientific/technical
services.

Smaller increases occurred in construction (up
5,400 jobs), which includes increases of 2,300
jobs in specialty trade contractors and 2,200 jobs
heavy/civil engineering construction; educational
services (up 5,400 jobs); retail trade (up 4,300
jobs), which includes increases of 1,900 jobs in
food/beverage stores and 1,600 jobs in motor
vehicle/parts dealers and a decline of 1,000 jobs
general merchandise stores; transportation
equipment manufacturing (up 4,000 jobs); food
services/drinking places (up 3,600 jobs); finance/
insurance (up 3,300 jobs); other services (up
2,900 jobs); and wholesale trade (up 2,800 jobs),
which includes an increase of 1,500 jobs in
durable goods wholesalers. This was partially
offset by declines of 1,300 jobs in accommodation
and 1,100 jobs in fabricated metal products.

During September 2016, nonfarm employment
increased by 25,900 jobs. There were increases
local government (up 14,300 jobs), which
includes an increase of 13,900 jobs in local
government educational services; state
government educational services (up 9,700 jobs);
education health services (up 8,600 jobs), which
includes increases of 6,900 jobs in educational
services and 2,300 jobs in ambulatory/health
care services; and administrative/support/waste
management (up 3,000 jobs).

Tennessee's seasonally adjusted estimated
unemployment rate for September 2016 was 4.6
percent, up 0.2 percentage point from the revised
August 2016 rate. The United States
unemployment rate in September was 5.0
percent, up 0.1 percentage point from the revised
August 2016 rate.

In September 2015, the U.S. seasonally adjusted
unemployment rate was 5.1 percent while the
state rate was 5.6 percent.

Across Tennessee, the unemployment rate
increased in 46 counties, decreased in 21
counties, and remained the same in 28 counties.
In September 2016, the lowest rate was in
Williamson County at 3.7 percent, unchanged
from the previous month, while the highest rate
was in Hancock County, at 8.4 percent, up from
8.0 percent in August.

The data from all the nonfarm employment estimates tables in-
clude all full- and part-time nonfarm wage and salary employees
who worked during or received pay for any part of the pay period
that includes the 12th of the month. This is a count of jobs by place
of work. Agricultural workers, proprietors, self-employed persons,
workers in private households, and unpaid family workers are
excluded. These numbers may not add due to rounding. Data are
based on the 2015 benchmark.
