REGISTRY OF ELECTION FINANCE

The Registry of Election Finance met Wednesday, March 13, 2013, at Suite 104
of Parkway Towers, 404 James Robertson Parkway, Nashville, Tennessee.

Presiding over the meeting was Secretary Patricia Heim. Attending the meeting
were board members Norma Lester, Darlene McNeece and Justin Pitt.

Approval of Meeting Minutes

On motion by Lester, seconded by Heim, the board voted unanimously to amend
the minutes from the January 9, 2013 regular board meeting to accurately reflect the
number of days filed late in the matters of McCall PAC. The motion to approve the
minutes, as amended, for the January 9, 2013 meeting passed the board unanimously.

Statements Submitted

13-22 Joe Towns, Jr., for failure to timely file a 2012 3" quarter campaign
financial disclosure report. Class one (1), 22 days late, maximum five hundred fifty
($550) civil penalty. Rep. Towns has had previous matters before the board.

The board voted at its January 9, 2013 meeting to issue Rep. Towns a show cause
notice.

Rep. Towns submitted a statement for the board’s consideration.

A motion was made by McNeece to take no further action in this matter.
McNeece then withdrew the motion. A motion was made by Pitt, seconded by McNeece,
to assess Rep. Towns a $100 civil penalty. The motion to assess Rep. Town’s a $100 civil
penalty passed the board unanimously.

13-10 Chattanooga Firefighters Assn PAC, for failure to timely file a 2012 3"
quarter campaign financial disclosure report. Class one (1), eight days late, maximum
two hundred ($200) civil penalty. The organization has had a previous matter before the

The board voted at its January 9, 2013 meeting to issue the organization a show
cause notice.

Tim Bryant, treasurer for the organization, submitted a sworn statement for the
board’s consideration.

On motion by Pitt, seconded by McNeece, the board voted unanimously to take
no further action in this matter.

13-11 Chattanooga Firefighters Assn PAC, for failure to timely file a 2012 pre-
general campaign financial disclosure report. Class one (1), eight days late, maximum
two hundred ($200) civil penalty. The organization has had a previous matter before the

Director Rawlins informed the board that there has been no response to the show
cause notice.

On motion by Lester, seconded by McNeece, the board voted unanimously to
assess the organization a $10,000 civil penalty.

13-14 McCall PAC, for failure to timely file a 2012 pre-general campaign
financial disclosure report. Class one (1), ten days late, maximum two hundred fifty
($250) civil penalty. The organization has had a previous matter before the board. (see
