ORDER

The Commissioner of the Tennessee Department of Commerce and Insurance
(“Commissioner”), acting under the authority of Tenn. Code Ann. § 56-6-112 of the Tennessee

Insurance Producer Licensing Act of 2002 (“Act”), hereby finds, orders, and concludes as

follows:
FINDINGS OF FACT
1. Matthew Adermann (“Adermann”) is a Tennessee resident insurance producer,
License Number 1012012.
2. Adermann was previously licensed as a non-resident insurance producer in the

State of Tennessee, License Number 1012012.

3. A Consent Order was previously executed by Adermann on August 9, 2018, for
the purpose of avoiding administrative action with respect to failure to report, on his 2015
non-resident license renewal application, to the Insurance Division of the Tennessee Department
of Commerce and Insurance his pending charges related to a felony conviction.

4. Adermann was subsequently issued a resident insurance producer license in

September of 2017 and agreed to be placed on probation status within the scope of his resident





insurance producer’s license for a period of two (2) years, with the time period beginning on
August 9, 2018.

5! The terms of the probationary status of the resident insurance producer license
included automatic revocation in two (2) years, absent an order from the Commissioner
superseding the consent order, and automatic suspension if any justified complaints are received
during the probationary period.

6. The Division received documentation in February of 2020 evidencing that the
aforementioned felony conviction is vacated.

7. The Division has not received any complaints against Adermann during the
probationary period.

It is within the Commissioner’s authority and discretion to require a probationary status
of an insurance producer license and to remove such probationary status upon proper cause
shown.

NOW, THEREFORE, in consideration of the foregoing, it is ORDERED that Matthew
Adermann’s Tennessee insurance producer license, Number 1012012, be removed from
probationary status. This Order shall supersede all previous Orders related to the probationary
status of such license.

IT IS SO ORDERED.
