Individuals with Disabilities Education Act (IDEA) requires states to provide an annual report to the public about the performance of early intervention service programs (EIS programs) compared to the state’s performance on indicator targets. In Tennessee, EIS programs are defined as the nine TEIS point of entry offices. These offices employ state personnel who oversee referrals from entry into the system through exit from the system. Responsibilities include eligibility determination and for eligible children, the coordination of the following activities: development of an individual family service plan (IFSP), coordination of early intervention service delivery specified by the IFSP, and transition planning as the child nears age three. The Annual Report to the Public that you are about to view, contains data during the reporting period of July 1, 2024 – June 30, 2025.

· Reporting Period: the time information was gathered for this report, July 1 through June 30 for the reporting year.
· State Performance Plan (SPP): a multi-year plan required by all states that measure state performance on federal performance indicators (benchmarks). There are eleven performance indicators within the SPP, each having targets against which performance is compared. District performance on eight of the eleven performance indicators are included in this report.
· Annual Performance Report (APR): Annual Performance Report. Each year states report to the Federal Office of Special Education Programs (OSEP) the progress the state made towards reaching its targets set in the SPP. · Average length of time between, receiving guardian’s consent on the IFSP and the delivery of the first service (within 30 days).

· Measures whether services for IFSPs occur in settings where infants, toddlers, and preschoolers typically spend their time, rather than in segregated groups or facilities.

3. Early Childhood Outcomes (ECO)						
· Measures whether children are making progress in social-emotional skills, knowledge and skills, and the use of appropriate behaviors to meet their needs.

4. Family Involvement (family outcomes survey)					
· Measures the impact of TEIS on the family’s understanding of their rights, ability to support their child’s development, and participate in decision-making processes.

5. Number of children served birth to one-year				            
· A percentage of how many infants, birth to one year old, enrolled in TEIS. This information is obtained from US Census Bureau.

6. Number of children served birth through two years			
· A percentage of how many infants, birth to two years old, enrolled in TEIS. This information is obtained from US Census Bureau.

7. Timely eligibility determination and initial IFSP development		
· Measures the time it takes to determine eligibility, if deemed eligible, and how long it takes to create the child’s IFSP (within 45 days).

8. Early Childhood Transition						
· Percent of toddlers exiting Part C with timely transition planning for whom the Lead Agency has:
A. Developed an IFSP with transition steps and services
B. Notified the SEA and LEA where the child resides at least ninety days prior to their third birthday
