School Letter Grades are calculated using the following performance metrics:

The State Report Card includes:
• Dashboard of detailed, easy-to-understand 

information about school and district 
performance including School Letter Grades, 
student achievement, growth, English learners’ 
proficiency in English, graduation rates, and 
postsecondary readiness.

• Information about student enrollment, staff 
information, discipline, and school and district 
funding. 

• State-level data is provided as a reference 
to understand how schools and districts are 
performing in comparison with others across 
the state.

The TISA Calculator is a tool designed to estimate how much funding individual students can generate 
under the new TISA funding formula to address individual student needs.
