Data from the TN Early Intervention System (TEIS) will automatically upload into TN PULSE on the 5th and
20th of each month. Select the Transition tab to view data imported from TEIDS. The student must have a
State ID Number recorded in the TEIDS system as well as a TEIS Transition Meeting Date.

Select the Transition tab on the Preschool page and enter information for Notification/Referral,
Eligiblity, and IFSP. Lastly, complete the student’'s Developmental Information. Select Save and
Continue once completed.
